Sub: Medical Opinion in complaint of Shri Ramesh Jain against Dr Pradeep Jain & Dr   Bhabananda Das of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi

The Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from the Office of the Commissioner of Police Delhi vide letter No. 54066/C&T(AC-VI)/PHQ dated 11-11-04, which was forwarded by Government of NCT of Delhi , seeking medical opinion in complaint of Shri Ramesh Jain against Dr Pradeep Jain & Dr Bhabananda Das of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi. The Delhi Medical Council examined the complaint, joint reply of Dr Pradeep Jain & Dr Bhabananda Das and copies of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), as supplied by the police department. The brief facts of this case are that late Yashpal Jain (referred hereinafter as the patient) was admitted in the said hospital with  diagnosis of CAD, Recent Inferior Wall MI, Triple Vessels Disease with LV systolic dysfunction on 15-12-03. The patient underwent CABG on 16-12-03 by Dr Bhabananda Das. The patient was discharged on 23-12-03. Thereafter on 12-03-04, the patient was admitted at Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, Delhi, where he expired on 14-03-04; the primary cause of death as per the Death Certificate of Rajiv Gandhi Cancer Institute & Research Centre, being AML with Tumorlysis Syndrome with Thromboeytopenia, secondary cause of death was Respiratory arrest.

It is the allegation of the complainant that the patient should not have been advised CABG (Coronary  Artery Bypass Grafting) as he had leukemia at that time which the doctors of the said hospital failed to detect and the same constitutes an act of medical negligence.

As per the Discharge summary of the said hospital the patient had severe chest pain on 7-12-03 following  which  he  was  taken  to  a  local  hospital  and was found to have unstable angina, for 
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which he was treated. Coronary Angiography was done at Fortis Heart Institute, Mohali on      11-12-03  which  revealed Triple Vessels Disease. He was referred to the said hospital for further 

evaluation and management In their reply the doctors state that in view of the critical nature of the Coronary Artery Disease, the patient was taken up for bypass surgery, after due consent, as a Life saving measure. It is stated that the patient did not exhibit any signs of leukemia nor the Hemogram report of the said hospital dated 15-12-03 indicated such a condition.

In view of the facts and circumstances mentioned hereinabove, it is the opinion of the Delhi Medical Council:

1) that the medical condition of the patient detailed hereinabove warranted CABG.

2) that the Hemogram report of the said hospital dated 15-12-03 did not indicate that the patient was suffering from leukemia nor the medical records of the said hospital are suggestive of such a condition.

3) that the line of treatment  adopted by the doctors in this case was in accordance with the accepted professional practice in such cases. No act of negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr Pradeep Jain & Dr Bhabananda Das of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered by them to late Yashpal Jain at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi.
