O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation form Police Station, Ambedkar Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Ms. Krishna Devi, w/o Shri Gauri Shankar, r/o H. No. D-364/365, Pul Prahaladpur, New Delhi, alleging professional misconduct and medical negligence on the part of Dr. Reena Jain of HAH Centenary Hospital, Jamia Hamdard. MB Road, New Delhi and Dr. Manju Dagar and Dr. Pramod Kumar Sharma, Partiksha Hospital, Sector-56, Gurgoan, Haryana.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation form Police Station, Ambedkar Nagar, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Ms. Krishna Devi, w/o Shri Gauri Shankar, r/o H. No. D-364/365, Pul Prahaladpur, New Delhi, alleging professional misconduct and medical negligence on the part of Dr. Reena Jain of HAH Centenary Hospital, Jamia Hamdard. MB Road, New Delhi and Dr. Manju Dagar and Dr. Pramod Kumar Sharma, Partiksha Hospital, Sector-56, Gurgoan, Haryana (referred hereinafter as the said Hospitals).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, joint written statement of Dr. Manju Dagar, Dr.  Pramod Kumar Sharma, reply of Dr. Reena Jain as provided by Medical Superintendent of Hamdard University, copy of medical records of Hamdard Institute of Medical Science, Pratiksha Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee notes that Smt. Krishna Devi was suffering from infertility with many comorbid conditions like tuberculosis, adenomyosis and frozen pelvis. The doctors duly performed diagnostic laparoscopy and charged for that only and did not perform more advanced surgery due to frozen pelvis. Patient was given antibiotics and therapy for tuberculosis detected at laparoscopy. She was further told about the poor prognosis of fertility and was advised against IVF and was advised surogacy.
In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of Dr. Reena Jain of HAH Centenary Hospital, Jamia Hamdard. MB Road, New Delhi and Dr. Manju Dagar and Dr. Pramod Kumar Sharma, Partiksha Hospital, Sector-56, Gurgoan, Haryana in the treatment administered to the complainant, as she was treated as per accepted professional practices in such case.
Complaint stands disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 25th August, 2017 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 12th October, 2017.
