ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajesh Ahuja, alleging medical negligence on the part of Respondent 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri N.C. Ahuja at G.M. Modi Hospital (Ref No. 705188), which resulted in his death on 27th March, 2004.  

The Council perused the complaint, reply of Dr. Manish, Dr. Manoj Malik, Medical Superintendent, G.M. Modi Hopsital, medical records of G.M. Modi Hospital and heard the following in person :-

It is alleged by the complainant that the doctors even after diagnosing the condition of the patient did not administer him any antibiotics.  The same is denied by the respondent.  It is observed as per the case sheet (progress & doctors orders) of Modi Hospital, that on 26.03.04.i.e. the date of admission, the patient was administered IV fluids, Inj. Rantac, Inj. Timentin and Inj. Tavanic through IV (antibiotics) along with ionotropic support.

It is also alleged by the complainant that the respondent had put the patient on ventilator support because of monetary consideration.  The Delhi Medical Council found such an assertion to be baseless.  The patient was diagnosed to be suffering from Right sided Pneumonia with septic shock with poor prognosis.  He was put on the ventilatory support after due consent of the patient’s relatives as his deteriorating condition warranted the same.

The line of treatment administered to the patient was in accordance with the accepted professional practice in such cases.  No medical negligence can be attributed on the part of respondent 1 & 2 in the treatment administered to late N.C. Ahuja.

Complaint stands disposed.
