O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Rohini, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Parvez s/o Smt. Saseem r/o- House No.D-1263, J.J. Colony, Bawana , Delhi allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to him at   Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, Pooth Khurd, Delhi and Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, Rohini, Delhi-110085.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th February, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Rohini, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Parvez s/o Smt. Saseem r/o- House No.D-1263, J.J. Colony, Bawana (referred hereinafter as the patient), Delhi allegedly due to medical negligence, in the treatment administered to him at   Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, Pooth Khurd, Delhi and Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, Rohini, Delhi-110085.
The Executive Committee perused the representation from Police, written statement of Dr. Beena Khurana, Medical Superintendent, Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, written statement of Shri. Dalbir Singh, Section Officer,  Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital enclosing therewith joint written statement of Dr. Amit Johari, Dr. Chandra Shekhar, Dr. Harender Kumar, written statement of Dr. Ashish Goel of Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, copy of medical records of  Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee noted that the patient name Shri Parvez was brought from Maharishi Valmiki Hospital to Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital on 13.03.2017. He was admitted in unconscious state with history of repeated seizures. His blood pressure was 90/60 mm/hg. He was started with antiepileptic drugs as per standard protocol. There is also history of alcoholic /intoxication on day of Holi. CT scan was done that revealed Sub-arachnoid hemorrhage with fronto- parietal hypotusity, other investigation within normal limit.  Post mortem findings were also consistent with the findings of CT scan. 
The Executive Committee observes that the patient was managed as per standard practice, however, he did not survive, because of his underlying condition which carried a high mortality.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Maharishi Valmiki Hospital, in the treatment administered to Shri Parvez at Maharishi Valmiki Hospital. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th February, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 08th March, 2018.
