Sub: Complaint of Dr Arif Ali against doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi

ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr Arif Ali r/o 3 C, Pocket A, Sukhdev Vihar, New Delhi-110025, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother late Aamir Ali resulting in his death on 7th November 2004, at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, New Delhi.

The Council perused the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent Apollo Hospital made to Directorate of Health Services and medical records of Apollo Hospital. It is observed that Shri.Aamir Ali was suffering from Recurrent periampullary cancer with diabetes mellitus with candiadiasis with severe cachaxia with very poor performance status (PS4). The patient was terminally ill. He was treated earlier in other hospitals viz AIIMS & Sir Gangaram; he was first treated at Sir GangaRam Hospital where he underwent whipples procedure on 16.5.2003 after which he was registered in the Radiotherapy Depts. of AIIMS on 05.08.2003 and his treatment continued from there. He received postoperative radiotherapy and four cycles of adjuvant chemotherapy. He was on follow up management in AIIMS since then. He developed recurrence of his primary 
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disease for which oral chemotherapy was started from October 2004.Shri Ali presented to Apollo Hospital as an emergency patient in the night of 03.11.2004 with terminal cancer disease with post chemotherapy complications like candidiasis, anemia, severe thnombocytopenia, hypoalbuminuria, Ketonuria etc. He received all symptomatic and supportive treatment including paranteral antibiotics, antifungal drugs, nutritional support, packed cells, platelet concentrate etc. In spite of all these treatment his conditions did not improve and as his conditions deteriorated further, he was shifted to medical ICU on 06.11.2004 for further management where he succumbed to his diseases. It is observed that the patient was terminally ill and was advised only symptomatic management as per the accepted professional practice in such cases. Prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out. 

Complaint stands disposed.
