O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Smt. Durgesh Nandani, w/o Shri Keshav Datt Sharma, r/o 1/10689, Subhash Park, Navin Shahadra, Delhi-110032, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Monika of Dr.Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan in the treatment of complainant at Dr.Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Durgesh Nandani, w/o Shri Keshav Datt Sharma, r/o 1/10689, Subhash Park, Navin Shahadra, Delhi-110032(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Monika of Dr.Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan in the treatment of complainant at Dr.Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Sushil Kumar, Medical Superintendent, Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Monica Vohra Pandit, Dr. Usha Preeti, copy of medical records of Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan and other documents on record.
The Executive Committee noted that the complainant Smt. Durgesh Nandani, a 50 yrs old female was advised TAH with BSO for repeated episodes of post menopausal bleeding. All investigations were done prior to surgery. UTI was treated before operation. There was history of cough for which medical referral was taken and later after proper pre anaesthetic check up, surgery was done on 20th September, 2017 at . Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan. We are of the opinion that local wound sepsis which the complainant suffered, is a known complication of any abdominal surgery, especially if patient is obese. As per the records, complainant’s obesity +++ is mentioned. Proper precautions like prophylactic antibiotics have been administered and also antibiotics were added to prevent further infection. Due to obesity at times healing take long time because lot of necrotic tissue has to clear. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence and professional misconduct  is made out on the part of Dr. Monika of Hedgewar Hospital in the treatment of complainant at Dr. Hedgewar Arogya Sansthan. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 08th June, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 09th July, 2018.
