O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, Jama Masjid seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Mohd. Kasif, r/o 1205, Mazar Wali Gali, Kala Mahal, Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Kasturba Hospital, Jama Masjid, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Varisha(referred hereinafter as the patient).

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:-
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, Jama Masjid seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Shri Mohd. Kasif, r/o 1205, Mazar Wali Gali, Kala Mahal, Delhi,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Kasturba Hospital, Jama Masjid, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Varisha(referred hereinafter as the patient).
The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, complaint of Shri Mohd. Kasif, written statement of Medical Superintendent of Kasturba Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Vinita Sarbhai, Dr. Priyanka, Dr. Suparna Bhattacharya, Dr. Simantini, Dr. Uma, Dr. Shubhi, Dr. Vineeta Bajpai, Dr. Vedamani, Dr. Rambha, Dr. Jahnvi and other documents on record.

The Executive Committee observes that the patient a 23 years old female was given induction of labour for IUD (Intra Uterine Death) after checking investigational parameters within normal limits. Labour was progressing normally but she suddenly had abruption of placenta for which she was taken for LSCS (lower segment caesarean section).  After delivery of baby patient had PPH (Postpartum haemorrhage) due to uterine atony which did not respond to standard medical and surgical treatment. As a last resort  to  save 
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the life of the patient, hysterectomy was decided upon. This is standard line of management and no negligence can be attributed on the part of treating doctors. 
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the patient Smt. Varisha was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases and prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Kasturba Hospital, Jama Masjid, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Varisha. 
Complaint stand disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 15th March, 2018 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 19th April, 2018.
