O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Nand Kishor Verma, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 to 5, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Kiran Verma at Batra Hospital and Medical Research Centre, resulting in her death on 14.10.1997.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Medical Superintendent, Batra Hospital and Medical Research Centre and copy of medical records of Batra Hospital and other documents on record.  

It has been averred by the Medical Superintendent, Batra Hospital in her reply that the same matter is pending adjudication in National Consumer Dispute Redressal Commission as petition No. 233 of 98, hence, the Delhi Medical Council should not proceed with the present matter before it.  The Council observes that since the nature of proceedings before the Council are different from those in National Consumer Dispute Redressal Commission i.e. the Council is mandated to look into issue of negligence/misconduct against medical practitioners and if after such an enquiry finds the medical practitioner guilty of any misconduct.

(a) issue a warning

(b) remove the name of practitioner temporarily or permanently as the case may be 

In view of the above since the disciplinary action falls exclusively in the domain of a State Medical Council, we decide to proceed in this matter on merit.

The issue raised in the complaint by the husband of the patient mainly relates to the diagnosis and treatment.  Considering the primary diagnosis of Hodgkin’s Lymphoma (Lymphocyle Depletion Type-LDHD), which has a very bad prognosis, the treatment was started as a need of the hour.  The immunohistochemistry diagnosis of Lennerts Lymphoma (High grade lymphoepitheloid cell type) can easily be confused with Hodgkin’s disease (Lymphodepletion type).  However, the treatment  was  timely  changed  to NHL (Nonhodgkin’s lymphoma) and due courses of treatment

were given.  True to the biological behaviour of the said hystopathological diagnosis, the disease has rapidly progressed to involvement of Bone marrow, Liver, Spleen and elsewhere and this type of poor outcome even after the treatment is well known.  Therefore, there does not seem to be any case of negligence in the treatment of the patient, rather it appears to be the inability of the complainant to fully understand the subject and nature of the disease.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Respondent 1 to 5 in the treatment administered by them to late Kiran Verma.  


Complaint stands disposed.
