O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Sh. Pritam Singh r/o- S-806, Amrapalli Silicon City, Sector-76, Noida, U.P., forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of Centre for Sight in the treatment administered to the complainant. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 27th December, 2018 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Sh. Pritam Singh r/o- S-806, Amrapalli Silicon City, Sector-76, Noida, U.P.(referred hereinafter as the complainant), forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of Centre for Sight (referred hereinafter as the said Centre) in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. AK Nayak, Medical Superintendent, Centre for Sight, enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Bharat R Thomungkan, copy of medical records of Centre for Sight and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee observes that the Shri. Pritam Singh, aged 63 years male, first seen at Centre for Sight on 25.10.2017 and diagnosed as immature  Senile Cataract (NS3+PSC) right eye. Left eye was pseudophakic. His vision in the right eye was 6/60 improving to 6/24P.  He was advised right MICS +IOL under  LA with guarded visual prognosis in view of hazy retinal  view. After going through all routine preoperative investigations he was planned for right cataract surgery. He had been told preoperatively about MICS as well as FLACS. As  per evidence attached (record of telephonic conversation) he opted for FLACS. The same was performed on 11th November, 2017 by Dr.Bharat R Thomungkan . Post operatively his vision improved in right eye from 6/60 to 6/9 unaided and 6/6 with-0.50 sph and 0.50@ 130 degree. The unaided vision in left eye (pseudophakic) was 6/6 though that also had a small  residual refractive error (+0.5 sph and -0.25 cyl 140 degree).
FLACS is an internationally accepted procedure and the same was done uneventfully. The small residual refractive error is impossible to predict/control preoperatively and that is the reason for the present complaint. Post operative visual recovery of 6/9 is very much acceptable and is improving to 6/6 with a small correction. 

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that Sh. Pritam Singh was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Centre for Sight and  primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Centre for Sight.

Complaint stands disposed.”
