O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Harinaam Singh, s/o Sh. Rajeshwari Singh, r/o- Vill. Post Bankasiya, Shivratan Singh, Dist.Gonda, U.P made to Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Govt. of India, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute of Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri. Avnish Singh, resulting in his death on 31.12.2017. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th February, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Harinaam Singh, s/o Sh. Rajeshwari Singh, r/o- Vill. Post  Bankasiya, Shivratan Singh, Dist.Gonda, U.P (referred hereinafter as the complainant) made  to Ministry of Health  & Family Welfare, Govt. of India, forwarded by the Medical Council of India,  alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Institute  of Liver and Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri. Avnish  Singh (referred hereinafter  as the patient), resulting in his death on 31.12.2017.
The Executive Committee observed that since Medical Council of India has referred this complaint to Delhi Medical Council and Uttar Pradesh Medical Council as the subject matter of complaint also falls into the jurisdiction of Uttar Pradesh Medical Council, the Delhi Medical Council will confine the scope of its enquiry into issue of negligence, if any committed, in the treatment of patient Shri. Avnish  Singh at Institute  of Biliary Sciences. 

The  Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Kishore Singh, Assistant Head Operations (Medical), Institute  of Liver and Billiary Sciences enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Shiv Kumar Sarin, copy of medical records of  Institute  of Liver and Billiary Sciences.
The Executive Committee noted that the patient Shri. Avnish Singh, 25years old male is suffering from Primary sclerosing cholangitis since 13th June, 2014. The liver biopsy had showed no evidence of cirrhosis; diagnosis of Primary sclerosing cholangitis was based on MRCP. He was managed with nutritional support, IV fluids, high dose UDCA and discharged on 13th June, 2014. He was again evaluated between june 2016 to january 2017 for persistent jaundice and was started on steroids; at this time the diagnosis was PSC (Primary sclerosing cholangitis) with autoimmune hepatitis overlap. Though the serum albumin was low he had no ascites, at this time the need for liver transplantation was explained to patients attendants, but they had no donor available for live related transplant.  Subsequently the patient was admitted in ICU in 21st December, 2017 with development of abdominal distension, AKI, peritonitis and septic shock. All attempts to salvage worsening organ failure was made including dialysis, but the patient left again medical advice on 25th December, 2017 from Institute  of Liver and Biliary Sciences.
After going through the records it is observed that all possible medical care has been given to the patient Shri.  Avnish singh and liver transplantation was advised at the time his serum albumin was low and there was a risk for decompensation. Prior to this stage he was effectively managed with conservative management according to AASLD guidelines/unique liver transplant guidelines for patients with PSC includes -intractable pruritus, recurrent cholangitis and cholangiocarcinoma. It could also be considered in patients of PSC when they go in the stage of decompensation and has features of CLD. In this particular case liver transplantation was advised when there was evidence of low serum albumin level indicating possibility of progression to the stage of decompensation. Therefore there is no evidence of any delay in giving the appropriate medical advice.

In view of the observation made hereinabove, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that the Shri. Avnish Singh was treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases by the doctors of Institute  of Liver and Biliary Sciences and primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Institute  of Liver and Biliary Sciences, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri. Avnish  Singh .

Complaint stands disposed.”
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 14th February, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th February, 2019.
