O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri. Kuldeep Singh, s/o Shri. Ramji Lal r/o- Rukali Tehsil Bilaspur Dist., Yamuna Nagar, Haryana, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of All Chemist Hospital, Chandigarh and Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri Amit Rathi, resulting in his death. 
The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 is reproduced herein-below:
The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri. Kuldeep Singh, s/o Shri. Ramji Lal r/o- Rukali Tehsil Bilaspur Dist., Yamuna Nagar, Haryana, forwarded by the Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of All Chemist Hospital, Chandigarh and Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri. Amit Rathi, resulting in his death. 
The Executive Committee noted that since Medical Council of India has referred this complaint to Delhi Medical Council and Punjab Medical Council as the subject matter of complaint also falls into the jurisdiction of Punjab Medical Council, the Delhi Medical Council will confine the scope of its enquiry into issue of negligence, if any committed, in the treatment of patient Shri. Amit Rathi at Institute of Liver Biliary Sciences, Delhi.

The Executive Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Deepak Kumar Badwal, Deputy Head Operations (Medical), Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences enclosing therewith joint written statement of Dr. Rakhi Maiwall, Dr. Lalita Gauri Mitra, copy of medical records of Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences, All Chemist Hospital and other documents submitted therewith.

It is noted that Shri Amit Rathi 24 years old male IPD No. 45670 was admitted at Institute of Liver & Biliary Sciences emergency as a case of Acute Liver Failure, which was later investigated and found to be due to hepatitis A infection which was confirmed serologically. While in the hospital, he had a very stormy course and he developed bilateral pneumonia, AKI, sepsis leading to septic shock. He required mechanical ventilation. Pulmonary, neurology and chest consultation was undertaken. For the renal failure, SLed was done. The bronchoalveolar lavage showed k. pneumonia infection and the fungal culture showed septate hyphae. All this antibodies and antifungal were managed according to sensitivity. Despite all these measures, patient continued to deteriorate and the attendants requested for referring the case to PGI Chandigarh, for further management which was arranged by the Hospital.
In light of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences, D-1, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Shri. Amit Rathi at Institute of Liver and Biliary Sciences. 
Complaint stand disposed.
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The Order of the Executive Committee dated 10th May, 2019 was confirmed by the Delhi Medical Council in its meeting held on 28th June, 2019.
