O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined the complainant, the doctor alleged in the complaint and the documents on record.  The complainant’s child was taken to Dr. Purshottam Lal by the complainant’s wife on 26.11.2002 with history of loose motions and vomiting.  The doctor dispensed certain medicines and prescribed Tablet Norilet 100mg twice daily alongwith Electrobion powder.  Dr. Purshottam Lal in his statement of defence has admitted that the child was suffering from vomiting 10-15 times alongwith loose stools 20-25 times of one days duration.  Dr. Purshottam Lal neither specified the severity of dehydration with which the child was suffering in his prescription, nor did he advise hospitalization in the prescription.  The child died because of dehydration as is apparent from the statement of defence sumitted by Dr. Purshottam Lal. Dr. Purshottam Lal in his deposition before the Council admitted that he is sharing his practice at Gill Medical Centre, A-363, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, Sector-I, Tigri with a practitioner who is not a qualified practitioner of modern scientific system of medicine (Allopathy).

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Council that Dr. Purshottam Lal did not exercise reasonable skill and care as he did not diagnose the severity of illness and did not advise hospitalization of the child immediately as was warranted under the circumstances, as there is no mention of this in the prescription.   The Council also finds him guilty of professional misconduct of sharing his medical practice with an unqualified, unregistered individual.  The Council warns Dr. Purshottam Lal and directs him to stop forthwith sharing of practice with an unqualified practitioner, Dr. Purshottam Lal is also directed to submit an affidavit to this effect within two weeks of this order.
