The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from the Office of D.C.P. (H.Q.), forwarded by Govt. of N.C.T. Of Delhi, in reference to a complaint of Shri Rakesh Sharma r/o 136-C, Pocket-C, Mayur Vihar, Phase-I, New Delhi-110096 against doctors of Saroj Hospital, Madhubhan Chowk , New Delhi.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint of Shri Rakesh Sharma, joint written statement of Dr. Greesh Manwani and Dr. Jaideep Bansal of Saroj Hospital and Heart Institute, Delhi (referred hereinafter as the said Institute), written statement of Dr. P.K. Bhardwaj, Medical Superintendent of the said Institute, copy of medical records of the said Institute and Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi.

It is the allegation of the complainant that doctors of the said Institute failed to make a correct diagnosis in respect of his son late Anirudh Sharma (referred hereinafter as the patient) because of which proper timely medical treatment was not administered and as a result the patient conditioned worsened and he expired on 5th September 2005.  The patient, a 16 years old boy, was admitted at the said Institute on 25th August 2005 with history of severe headache and vomiting. MRI Brain done on 25.8.2005 at Ganesh Diagnostic & Imaging Centre, Rohini, New Delhi was suggestive of Tubercular meningitis.  
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A CECT Head done at Surbi Diagnostics, Rohini Delhi done on 25.8.2005 was also suggestive of Tubercular Meningitis. However on the basis of CSF finding and clinical details a suspicion of Subarachnoid hemorrhage (SAH) was kept in mind and the treatment for SAH was started alongwith A.T.T. (Anti Tubercular Treatment). The MRI + MRA Brain report dated 29.8.2005 of Ganesh Diagnostic & Imaging Centre opined ‘Hyperacute infarct in right fronto temporoparietal region (right MCA Territory) with marked attenuation of flow signal in right MCA & ACA including ICA top (likely thromobosed).’ Second opinion of another Neurologist from Sir Ganga Ram Hospital was sought and the patient was referred to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, New Delhi on 30.8.2005 for angiography and for further management.  The CT Angiography (Brain) report dated 31.8.2005 of New Delhi Scan Research Institute, Ganga Ram Hospital was indicative of aneurysm for which the patient was treated accordingly. The patient was conscious at the time of discharge from Saroj Hospital and developed sequele of SAH, due to which he succumbed on 5-09-05 at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.

Based on the finding and observations in the medical records, the Delhi Medical Council is of the view that the diagnosis of SAH was kept in mind while treating the patient. The neurologist Dr Jaideep Bansal on 26-08-05 noted the diagnosis as SAH & Meningitis on the basis of clinical examination and presence of hemorrhagic C.S.F. and added Tab Nimodip to A.T.T. Therefore the differential diagnosis of SAH was considered by the doctors of the said Institute, however, it appears that the same was not shared with the complainant resulting in filing of this complaint. It is observed that there is enough scope for Saroj Hospital & Heart Institute to improve its system of communication with the patients and their relatives. 

Complaint stand disposed.
