The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Ms. Sunita r/o. 51/D, DDA Janta Flats, Pocket – J, Sheikh Sarai Phase II, New Delhi – 110017, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Lavkush (referred hereinafter as the patient) (CR No. C8-161801) at Dr. R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, AIIMS (referred hereinafter as the said hospital), resulting in his death on 20.12.2005.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent of R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences and copy of medical records of R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences, AIIMS. The facts of the matter are that patient underwent laser eye surgery for cataract at R. P. Eye Centre by Dr. Tushar on 5.12.2005 (Phacoemulsification)as a day care surgery case under topical anaesthesia.  Following the surgery patient was kept for observation for few hours and then sent home with instructions for necessary medications.

As per the statement of Dr. Tushar and as is the usual practice cataract surgery in elderly patient specially when the same is taken up for day care surgery, are taken up only when they are normotensive.  The patient was examined again by Dr. Tushar in the Nemology ward where he was admitted subsequently with cerebral haemorrhage and no bleeding / haemorrhage was found in the operated eye and no other post-operative complications was also detected in the operated eye.  There has been discrepancies on the dates mentioned in the complaint regarding date of operation and date of death.  However, the Delhi Medical Council has found that the eye operation on the patient was done as per usual practice in such patients and for such types of surgical interventions and no medical negligence could be attributed on the part of Dr. Tushar or Dr. R.P. Centre for Ophthalmic Sciences.
