O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mr. Vijay Sharma, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of respondents 1 & 2, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Archana (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 4.1.2006 at G.T.B. Hospital, where she was subsequently treated.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of respondents 1 & 2, copy of medical records of Saxena Medical Centre and other documents on record.  The following were heard in person :-

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that the patient who was under treatment for pregnancy under respondent No. 1 reported to respondent No. 1, 8 months pregnant, on 28.12.2005 and was advised to get tested for jaundice.  As per the lab report, her S.Bilirubin was reported to be 6.2 mg/dl. Respondent No. 1 referred the patient to Dr. Saxena Medical Centre on 31.12.2005.   The patient was advised admission by Respondent No. 2, but the same was refused by the patient / relatives.  The patient, however, got admitted on 1.1.2006 at Dr. Saxena Medical Centre.  At around 8.30 am on 2.1.2006 FHS (Foetal Heart Sound) was found to be not detectable.  The patient was then attended by Respondent No. 1, Dr. Shalu Singhal (Gynaecologist) and Dr. Pankaj Singhal (Ultrasonolgist) who on ultrasound declared IUD.  The LFT report dated 2.1.2006 showed S. Bilirubin level to be 17 mg/dl and other parameters like BT, CT, PT were also deranged.  Thus for better management of the patient so that delivery of foetus be undertaken at a higher centre, patient was referred to GTB Hospital.  The patient subsequently delivered dead foetus on 4.1.2006 but unfortunately expired on 4.1.2006.  The cause of death as per death certificate of GTB Hospital being PPH with severe jaundice with grossly deranged coagulation profile.
In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is observed that the patient was regularly attending Ante Natal Clinic.  She developed jaundice at term which lead to IUD.  The sudden and rapid escalation in the S. Bilirubin carries a high mortality rate and the course of events can’t be changed much in such patients.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council, no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Respondent No. 1 & 2 in the management of the patient.  

Complaint stands disposed.
