O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a representation from Police Station, North Avenue, New Delhi seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Kiran Sahni, r/o- House No. X-2971, Gali No.01, Brahmpuri, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital, New Delhi-110001, in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 23rd August, 2021 is reproduced herein below:-

“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Police Station, North Avenue, New Delhi seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Kiran Sahni, r/o- House No. X-2971, Gali No.01, Brahmpuri, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctor of Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital, New Delhi-110001 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant.

The Executive Committee perused the representation from police, copy of complaint of Smt. Kiran Sahni and other documents submitted therewith.

It is noted that as per the police representation it is averred that a complaint was received in Police Station, North Avenue, New Delhi vide No. 5-K/LC dated 19.06.2020 on behalf of complainant Kiran Sahni d/o Surender Sahni r/o- H. No. X-2971, Gali No. 1, Brahmpuri, New Delhi alleging therein that she was taking hair fall treatment from RML Hospital sine 21.06.2019 and later discontinued on 01.06.2020. Further she alleged that the doctor had conducted some tests/investigation prior to start the treatment but the doctor had given her medicines without analysis of the test/investigations reports. Accordingly, she had lost her all hair as well as she had lost her beauty due to negligence act of the doctor. She also alleged that the doctor had  taken her signature on some papers and also captured her photographs. During enquiry it revealed that is a NON-MLC case with allegations of medical negligence. Hence, the matter be enquired at Delhi Medical Council end and intimate to Police regarding outcome of the complaint. 

The Executive Committee observed that as per the OPD prescription dated 06.06.2019 of RML Hospital, the patient was diagnosed as case of flexural eczema and prescribed medications for 02 weeks. Thereafter on 21.06.2019 she was diagnosed with Chronic Telogen Effluvium, advised blood investigations and prescribed minoxidil 5 %  solution LAHS and Keraglo Eva tablet . The blood investigations test results have been taken cognizance of the doctor of RML Hospital as is reflected in the prescription dated 04.07.2019 and the medicine minionidir 5%  solution LAHS, Keraglo Eva tablet were continued . Subsequently also the complainant has been from time to time advised blood investigations and appropriate medications prescribed accordingly. 

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that the complainant has been properly examined, investigated and treated as per accepted professional practices in such cases, hence, primafacie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctor of Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia Hospital, New Delhi-110001, in the treatment administered to the complainant.
Matter stands disposed.”
