ORDER
The Disciplinary Committee of Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rakam Singh r/o. L-29, Jai Prakash Nagar, Gali No. 2, West Ghonda, Delhi – 110053, forwarded by Police Station Sriniwaspuri, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Sunil Garg, Jeevan Nursing Home and G.M. Modi Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife late Santosh (referred hereinafter as the said patient) resulting in her death on 31.5.2006.   Disciplinary Committee perused the complaint, written statement of Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home, Dr. Sunil Garg, Dr. Manoj Malik, Medical Superintendent, G.M. Modi Hospital and copy of medical records of Jeewan Nursing Home and G.M. Modi Hospital.  Following were heard in person :-

The facts of the matter are that Smt. Santosh wife of the complainant was admitted in Jeewan  Hospital & Nursing Home with the diagnosis of Cholelithiasis and was operated upon on 19.5.2006  laparoscopically.  Post-operatively she made smooth progress and was discharged on 21.5.2006.  However, subsequently she was re-admitted on 22.5.2006 with complaints of pain and distension of abdomen.  She was provisionally diagnosed to be having peritonism and was conservatively managed; but as the condition was not improving, exploratory laparotomy was performed on 23.5.2006.  There was about 150 ml of blood stained fluid in the sub hepatic region for which peritoneal lavage was done and two drains were put in, one in the sub hepatic area and the second in pelvis.  With these measures temporarily she improved, however, she developed septicemia resulting in multi-organ involvement developing to breathing difficulties.  Ultimately, she was transferred to G.M. Modi Hospital for ICU care as the same facilities were not available in the Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home.  The surgeon Dr. Sunil Garg who operated upon the patient at Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home also took care of the patient at G.M. Modi Hospital alongwith the intensivists of that hospital.  At that point of time, it was found from the history on repeated queries that the patient was getting longterm steroid treatment for rheumatoid arthritis which could have helped in development of septicemia.  However, in spite of all efforts in the ICU of G.M. Modi Hospital, the patient could not be saved and expired on 31.5.2006.  No MLC and post mortem examination was done.  
The Disciplinary Committee is of the opinion that the treatment provided to Smt. Santosh both in Jeewan Hospital & Nursing Home and G.M. Modi Hospital were within the usual professional practice for such clinical conditions and no medical negligence could be attributed at any level.
