ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from RMO, Central Jail Hospital, Tihar seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Shri Raisuddin s/o. Shri Abdul Gaffar.  

Delhi Medical Council perused the representation of RMO, Central Jail, the inquest report of SDM (Rajouri Garden) dated 29.9.2006, medical records pertaining to the treatment administered to late Raisuddin at various Hospital viz; Central Jail, Tihar, Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hopsital, Rohini, RML Hospital, post mortem report No. 1822/2005 and other documents on record.
The Delhi Medical Council is of the opinion that the treatment given to the patient late Raisuddin was as per the standard protocol for the treatment of TB/HIV/malaria.   The diagnosis o f HIV with TB and malaria carries a very poor prognosis.  The post mortem report also substantiates the diagnosis.  Hence, no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to late Raisuddin.
