O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vikas Jindal r/o. 96/C-3, Sector-5, Rohini, Delhi-110085, forwarded by Medical Council of India alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. J.C. Mohan of Metro Golden Heart Institute in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother late Prem Lata Jindal (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Metro Golden heart Institute (referred hereinafter as the hospital), resulting in her death on 31.12.2005.
Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. J.C. Mohan, copy of medical records Metro Golden Heart Institute, Jaipur Golden Hospital and other documents on record.  

The Council observed that the patient was a case of acute anterior myocardial Infarction with LBBB as was evident from ECG findings.  The patient underwent coronary angiography subsequent to which intra artic balloon pump was inserted followed by angioplasty.  It is noted from the records of Metro Golden Heart Institute that due consent was obtained for the above mentioned medical procedures.  It is observed that the patient died due to her underlying condition i.e. acute anterior myocardial infarction with cardiogenic shock.  The line of treatment adopted in this patient was in accordance with the accepted professional practice and thus, prima facie no case of medical negligence is made out against Dr. J.C. Mohan. 

Complaint stands disposed.
