O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajendra Singh, Inspector/CISF r/o. Block No. 119, Flat No. 4272, CGS Colony, Sector-7, Antop Hill, Mumbai., referred by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Anupam Sachdeva of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Shivangi at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital. The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Anupam Sachdeva, Consultant, Deptt. of Paediatrics, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, copy of medical records of Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record.  

The patient Shivangi, daughter of the complainant was suffering from chronic idiopathic thrombocytopenic purpura and was not responding to the available frontline drugs for the management of her clinical conditions.  Dr. Anupam Sachdeva of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital started Rituximab (NTCD-20, a monoclonal antibody) as an option for the management of clinical condition of the patient.  Till then this drug was being used for management of ITP and there were no reported incidences of PML in such patients.  It has also been found that reporting of PML with the use of this drug is few and rare and PML reported to have occurred with Shivangi could be one of the first case to occur.  However, the drug was used with good intention to take care of clinical condition of Shivangi which were found to be refractory to the treatment by available conventional frontline drugs.  The rare adverse event might have happened with Shivangi as a result of use of drug and cannot be construed as an act of negligence by Dr. Anupam Sachdeva. 
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Anupam Sachdeva in the treatment administered by him to complainant’s daughter.  


Complaint stands disposed.
