O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajender Prasad r/o. RZ-686/14, Gali No. 27, E-2, Sadh Nagar, Part-II, Palam Colony, New Delhi – 110045, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Narender Mohan Hospital, Ghaziabad and G.T.B. Hospital, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Manoj Kumar resulting in his death on 30th May, 2006.  

On perusal of the complaint, the Council observed that since the complaint pertains to allegations of negligence / misconduct against doctors of Narender Mohan Hospital, Ghaziabad in addition to that of GTB Hospital (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), the Uttar Pradesh Medical Council was requested to investigate the matter pertaining to the doctors of Narender Mohan Hospital, Ghaziabad.  
The Council confined its scope of enquiry into the allegation of negligence/ misconduct on the part of doctors of GTB Hospital.  
The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Lalita Sharma, Addl. Medical Superintendent, GTB Hospital, copy of medical records of GTB Hospital and copy of Post Mortem Report No. 548/06 in respect of late Manoj Kumar provided by the complainant, Shri Rajender Prasad. 
It is noted that late Monoj Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) was brought to the said Hospital as an unknown patient from Narender Mohan Hospital, Ghaziabad on 26.5.2006 at 11.45 pm with alleged history of Road Traffic Accident.  On examination, he was found to have bleeding from ear and mouth with smell of alcohol.  As per records, the MLC No. 6577/06 was prepared at Narender Mohan Hospital, Ghaziabad.  The patient was referred to Neurosurgery, Orthopaedics, Dental and ENT departments for opinion and was admitted in Neuro Trauma ward.  
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The patient’s Glasgow, Scale was noted to be 7/15.    CT head was done which revealed cerebral oedma.  Neurosurgeon at GTB Hospital saw the case and his notes are enclosed in the records.    The patient was put on conservative line of treatment.  However, in spite of treatment, the patient remained critical throughout and expired on 30.5.2006.  As per the post mortem report, the cause of death was shock due to ante-mortem injury to head produced by blunt force impact.
In view of the above, it is observed that :-
(i) The line of treatment adopted in the management of this case was in accordance with accepted practices in such cases.  The findings of the post mortem report supports the diagnosis of cerebral oedema suggestive of severe brain injury as a result of road traffic accident. 
(ii) The GTB Hospital is equipped with all facilities to manage such a patient as averred by Addl. Medical Superintendent, GTB Hospital in her written statement, and as such the patient did not require any referral to any other hospital.  

(iii) In this case, MLC had been initiated; the legal obligation had been discharged by the medical authorities.  It is further noted that GTB Hospital had initiated communications with Commissioner of Police to evolve a system under which photographs of such unknown alive patients can be flashed on television so that their relatives could approach the hospital and attend to the patients.  In light of the MLC, the inability of the police to contact the relatives of the patient as alleged in the complaint requires retrospection by the police authorities and initiation of corrective measures as deemed appropriate.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against the doctors of GTB Hospital. Late Manoj Kumar died as a result of head injury and not due to any lapse in the treatment administered to him at GTB Hospital.  
Complaint stands disposed.
