O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri N.C. Roy, 43, Amrit Puri-A, East of Kailash, New Delhi – 110065, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. S.S. Sanyal in the treatment administered to Shri N.C. Roy at Ramakrishna Orthopaedic and Trauma Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Centre).  Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. S.S. Sanyal, copy of medical records of Ramakrishna Orthopaedic & Trauma Centre and other documents on record.  The following were heard in person :-

1. Shri N.C. Roy

Complainant

2. Shri S. Sinha

Cousin of the complainant 

3. Dr. S.S. Sanyal



Briefly stated the facts of the case are that the complainant was treated for plantar fascitis of right heel by Dr. S.S. Sanyal by administration of inj. Depomedrol alongwith 2% Xylocaine on 11.2.2006 and subsequently on 20.2.2006, 4.3.2006 and 23.3.3006.  On 10.5.2006 the complainant reported to Dr. Sanyal with complain of pain in the right ankle.  He was diagnosed as Tear of Tendo Achillis (TA) and advised surgery.  The complainant subsequently underwent repair of Tendo Achillis rupture (Rt.) at Moolchand Hospital.
It is alleged by the complainant that he suffered rupture of Tendo Achillis because of incorrect treatment provided by Dr. S.S. Sanyal as he allegedly administered more than two injection of Depomedrol and those too in the ankle area and not on the heel. 
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Dr. S.S. Sanyal in his reply stated that Inj. Depomedrol was injected on tender points of the right sole as per the standard practice for plantar fascitis.  He further stated that on 10.5.2006 the complainant reported to him with history of injury of right leg as a result of scooter accident for which diagnosis of Tear of Tendo Achillis due to injury was made and surgery advised.  The complainant however, maintained that he did not give any history of scooter accident on 10.5.2006 and that he felt acute pain in his right ankle area while walking on 9.5.2006, because of which he was unable to move and had felt as if something had broken inside his right ankle.
The Delhi Medical Council makes the following observations :-

1. The steroid injection given by Dr. S.S. Sanyal for plantar fascitis is a known documented method of treatment.

2. Depending on the severity of the case 3-4 injections can be given.

3. The site of injection for plantar fascitis is on the sole.  The rupture of Tendo Achillis is on the posterior aspect of the calcaneum (heel bone).  The two sites are different and hence injection for plantar fascitis leading to Tendo Achillis rupture is not possible.

4. Commonest age of Tendo Achillis rupture is around 40-50 yrs of age.  Furthermore diabetic and hypertensive persons are predisposed for it.  Hence the patients developing Tendo Achillis rupture after trivial trauma is known.  

In light of the observations made hereinabove, no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. S.S. Sanyal in the treatment provided to the complainant.

Complaint stands disposed.
