O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Jela Ram, Ex-Subedar, Village & PO Kalanaur, Ward No. 8, Distt. Rohtak, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Lok Nayak Hospital in the treatment administered to the complainant’s son late Jitender Kumar (referred hereinafter as the patient) resulting in his death on 20.10.2006. 

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint and copy of medical records of Lok Nayak Hospital as provided by the Addl. Medical Superintendent, Lok Nayak Hospital. No statement of defence was filed by the Lok Nayak Hospital.  

The Council observes that late Jitender Kumar was referred from Pandit B.D. Sharma PGIMS, Rohtak as a case of road traffic accident who had suffered severe head injury.  The patient was admitted on 16.10.2006 in an unconscious state.  The patient’s brain stem reflexes were reported to be absent on 16.10.2006 (7.15 pm), 17.10.2006 and again on 20.10.2006.  His GCS (Glasgow Coma Scale) was 3/15 and his condition remained critical throughout admission.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out in the treatment administered to late Jitender Kumar; the patient died as a result of serious head injury and not due to any lapses in medical treatment.  

Complaint stands disposed.
