The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Mrs. Tosia r/o. 2821, Mohalla Niyarian Behind SN Marg, Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Nursing Home in the treatment administered to the complainant.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, reply of Medical Superintendent, Jeewan Nursing Home, medical records of Jeewan Nursing Home and other documents on record.  It was observed that Mrs. Tosia was given injection pethidine at the time when dilatation of the Internal Os of the uterus was three cm. at 10.40 pm on 6.11.2006.  However, this appears to have hastened the process of labour (precipitate labour) and she delivered a baby at 12.05 am on 7.11.2006.  The baby was also given injection Naloxone 0.3 mg to counteract the effect of pethidine at the time of birth.  Since the baby turned blue after delivery although it cried immediately, was transferred to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital for further management.

Considering the sequence of events which had happened from the time of admission of the patient till delivery, the treatment provided to the patient including injection of pethidine appeares to be in consonance with the usual practice in such clinical conditions.  Prima facie, no case of medical negligence could be attributed, hence, complaint stands disposed.
