O R D E R 
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Shri Vikas Awasthy, r/o- A2/108, Janakpuri, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Mata Channan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058, in the treatment administered to complainant’s mother Smt. Kusum Awasthy, resulting in her death on 01.11.2023 at Railway Hospital. 

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 04th September, 2024 is reproduced herein below:-

The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Vikas Awasthy, r/o- A2/108, Janakpuri, New Delhi (referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of the doctors of Mata Channan Devi Hospital, C-1, Janakpuri, New Delhi-110058 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kusum Awasthy (referred hereinafter as the patient), resulting in her death on 01.11.2023 at Railway Hospital. 
The Executive Committee perused the complaint, joint written statement of Dr. Chandramani Punjabi, Dr. Bhavnish Sabharwal, Dr. Vikram Kalra, Dr. A.C. Shukla, Medical Superintendent, Mata Chanan Devi Hospital, copy of medical records of Mata Chanan Devi Hospital and other documents on record. 
The Executive Committee notes that the patient Smt. Kusum Awasthy, 85 years old female, was admitted in the said Hospital (Mata Channan Devi Hospital) on 11th October, 2023.  The patient was a known case of COPD (Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease) and hypertension.  The patient presented with complaints of breathlessness, cough and yellowish expectoration and was in hypoxia at the time of the admission in the I.C.U.  The patient was started on appropriate treatment as per the condition of the patient.  The patient’s condition deteriorated and accordingly, the treatment was modified.  The relevant investigations were done.  The C.E.C.T. thorax showed gross right plural effusion with complete collapse of right liver lobe with possibility of mass lesion needs to be ruled out.  Pleural fluid was aspirated and was also evaluated for malignant cells.  As per fluid report dated 14th October, 2023, ‘the features of reactive mesothelial cell/mesothelioma cannot be differentiated on cytology; Advised-cell block and IHC for confirmation’.  The patient went L.A.M.A. (Left Against Medical Advice) on 17th October, 2023.  The patient, thereafter, was admitted in Northern Railway Hospital where she was diagnosed with massive right pleural effusion(malignant cell) and succumbed on 01st November, 2023. 
It is further observed that development of sepsis and renal dysfunction is a known complication in an elderly patient with known co-morbidities, and they were managed appropriately in consultation with nephrology and SLED.  PET-CT was also planned for further evaluation and detection of malignancy which could not be done at Mata Channan Devi Hospital as the patient took LAMA. 

In light of the observations made herein-above, it is the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of the doctors of Mata Channan Devi Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s mother Smt. Kusum Awasthy.

Complaint stands disposed.
