O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Manoj Sharma, alleging medical negligence on the part of the respondent in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Arpit (referred hereinafter as the patient) at Malik Radix Health Care (referred hereinafter as the said hospital).  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Ravi Malik, copy of medical records of Malik Radix Health Care and other documents on record. Briefly stated the facts of the case are that the patient with fever and swelling over both orbital areas, was admitted at the said Hospital on 6.6.2007 and a diagnosis of left orbital cellulitis was made at the said hospital.  The patient was put on broad spectrum antibiotics under the supervision of qualified Ophthalmologist, ENT specialist, Neurologist and Paediatrician.  He was advised surgery on 11.6.2007.  The patient, however, went LAMA on 12.6.2007.  The patient subsequently underwent Endoscopic drainage on 14.6.2007 at AIIMS.

It is alleged by the complainant that Dr. Ravi Malik did not adopt correct line of treatment as he failed to advise timely surgery and the same constituted an act of medical negligence.  

Following are the observations of the Delhi Medical Council :-
1. The treatment given to the child was as per the correct protocol used for treating such a condition.
2. If a CT scan is suggestive of orbital cellulitis and acute sinusitis, involving ethmoidal and maxillary sinus, parental antibiotics are to be given as the first line of management 

3. The decision to operate is only to be taken if the condition does not improve even after I.V. antibiotic therapy for 4 to 5 days. 
In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Ravi Malik in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Master Arpit Sharma.
Complaint stands disposed.
