O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Rajat Saini r/o. 46, Govind Mohalla, Haiderpur Village, Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Jeewan Mala Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Vijender Kumar Saini, resulting in his death on 8.2.2007.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Nitin Anand, Dr. Naresh Jaswal, Administrator, Jeewan Mala Hospital, copy of medical records of Jeewan Mala Hospital and post mortem report No. 91/07.

It is noted that the patient with history of RTA (road traffic accident) in an unconscious state, was admitted in Jeewan Mala Hospital on 8.2.2007 at 11.45 pm.  The patient was intubated, urgent NCCT head was directed and opinion of neurosurgeon was sought. The patient was shifted to ICU and put on medication.  It is further noted that the poor prognosis was explained to the relatives and MLC was initiated.  The CT head revealed large Acute sub dural haematoma (Lt.) side with mid line shift with frontal skull base fracture with (Lt.) fronto parietal contusion.  The patient was examined by a neurosugeon at 2.30 am who prescribed appropriate treatment.  The patient who was already on IPPV, had seizure at 3.50 am.  All resuscitative measures were initiated but the patient could not be revived and was declared dead at 4.35 am on 9.2.2007.  As per the post mortem report No. 91/07, the cause of death was cranio-crebral damage consequent upon head injury.

It is observed that Dr. Nitin Anand who attended to the patient in the casualty is a qualified practitioner, registered with Delhi Medical Council.  It is further noted from the medical records that time and again the poor prognosis of the patient was explained.  
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the patient died as a result of head injury and not due to any lapses in the treatment administered to him.  The line of treatment adopted in the management of this case was in accordance with the accepted professional practices in such cases and prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against the treating doctors. 

Complaint stands disposed.
