ORDER

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mahender Gandhi, r/o. Flat No. A-703, Plot No. 30, Bhawalpur Biradari Group, Housing Cooperative Society, Sector-6, Dwarka, New Delhi – 110075, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Geetu Kukreja, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Ranjana Gandhi at Kukreja Hospital & Heart Centre, C-1, Vishal Enclave, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi made to Directorate of Health Services.  The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Geetu Kukreja, comments of Dr. Rajnish Kukreja, Medical Superintendent, Kukreja Hospital & Heart Centre (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), other documents on record and heard the following in person :-

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that Mrs. Ranjana Gandhi (referred hereinafter as the patient) had undergone IVF under the care of Dr. Geetu Kukreja and had conceived twin pregnancies.  Her LMP was 15.4.2007.  On 6.8.2007 the patient was admitted at the said Hospital with complaints of 3 ½ month amenorrhea with bleeding per vagina.  She had past history of genital tuberculosis, with five previous pregnancies with four abortions and death of a child at the age of six days who had multiple congenital defects.  Her pregnancy was complicated by repeated bleeding  for  which  she  had  to  be  admitted  thrice  on  earlier  occasions.   Each  time  she  was 
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diagnosed  as  a  case of threatened abortion and was advised rest and sent home after the bleeding 

was controlled.  The ultrasound done on 6.8.2007 revealed loss of liquor in one of the sacs.   The

poor prognosis was explained.  The patient was also explained the risk of infection due to leaking.  On 22.8.2007 the ultrasound showed 16 weeks pregnancy with decreased liquor (almost drained) in the after-coming sac.    The risk of infection to other sac was explained.  The ultrasound dated 27.8.2007 revealed completely drained liquor in both the sacs.  The patient underwent spontaneous abortion of the twin foetuses on 30.8.2007.  The placenta with membranes were delivered and evacuated.  The patient was discharged on 31.8.2007.  
In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council arrived at the following findings :-
(a) IVF pregnancies as such do not have high successful rate and the same is even less in case of twin pregnancy.

(b) It is noted that poor prognosis had been explained to the patient / relative time and time again.
(c) The allegation of the complainant that one of the baby was delivered on the bed around 6.30 am on 30.8.2007 is found to be substantiated.  It is noted from the medical records of the said Hospital that on 30.8.2007 the patient underwent spontaneous abortion of twin fetuses on 7.15 am and 7.30 am in the labour room under medical supervision.

(d) It is also alleged by the complainant that Dr. Geetu Kukreja did not visit her during intervening night on 29.8.2007, in spite of being informed about her medical condition i.e. precious pregnancy.  It is noted from the medical records that the condition of the patient was monitored regularly on the intervening night on 29.8.2007 by the doctor present in the said Hospital and Dr. Geetu Kukreja was also briefed telephonically.  It is observed that in any Hospital set up, the condition of the patient is monitored by a team of doctors since it is not possible for the consultant to be present through out with the patient.  
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In light of the findings made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Geetu Kukreja in the treatment administered to Smt. Ranjana Gandhi.

Complaint stands disposed.
