O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Prit Pal Singh r/o. Plot No. 91, Navyug Block, Mangal Bazar, Vishnu Garden, New Delhi – 110018, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. R.K. Mishra, in the treatment administered to complainant’s daughter Ms. Kavleen Kaur.  

The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. R.K. Mishra, documents on record and heard the following in person:-

Shri Prit Pal Singh stated that his daughter Ms. Kavleen Kaur suffered a sudden pain and was taken to Laparoscopy Hospital, 8/10A, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi where Dr. R.K. Mishra without conducting any ultrasound, blood test, urine test or any other test admitted his daughter on 20.9.2007 at 2.30 am, diagnosed her to be a case of appendicitis and subsequently operated upon her at 8.00 am (20.9.2007).  He further stated that he made a payment of Rs. 14,117/- for the operation and stay in the hospital.  Subsequent to the discharge from the Laparoscopy Hospital, since the patient was still complaining of pain, the complainant had the patient examined at Orchid Hospital & Heart Centre, Janakpuri, New Delhi and Kathuria Nursing Home, Rajouri Garden, New Delhi, where after subjecting the patient to ultrasound, it was reported that there was a presence of right ureteric calculus.  The patient was subsequently put on medication and was relieved of her pain.   Once  the  facts  pertaining  to the clinical condition of the patient subsequent to the surgery,
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were brought to the notice of Dr. R.K. Mishra, he expressed regret and issued a cheque of Rs. 14,000/- as a refund to the complainant.  The cheque on presentation was dishonored.  Dr. R.K. Mishra then paid Rs. 14,000/- in cash to the complainant after receiving the notice from Delhi Medical Council.  Shri Prit Pal Singh further stated that he had entered into a compromise with Dr. R.K. Mishra.  
Dr. R.K. Mishra stated that the Laparoscopic Hospital is not registered with Directorate of Health Services.  The patient was initially examined by his wife Dr. Sadhana Mishra who is a Ayurvedic doctor and registered with Delhi Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad.  The physician examined the patient at 7.30 am (20.9.2007).   The patient was operated upon at 10.45 am by his father Dr. R.P. Mishra who was assisted by him.  Dr. R.P. Mishra is not registered with Delhi Medical Council.  He is registered with Medical Council of India and Bihar Medical Council with MBBS and MS qualifications.  He further stated that since the facilities for conducting tests was not available in the night when the patient was admitted, they waited till morning.  Ultrasound was done by one Dr. B.P. Mathur.  No urine test was done.  The patient was under a package of Rs. 14,000/-.  

In the interest of justice, and to assure itself that no unethical conduct was committed by the concerned doctors which both the complainant and Dr. R.K. Mishra were trying to cover up by colluding into a compromise, the Council decided to investigate this matter.  

Smt. Sadhana Mishra stated that she was not a qualified doctor.  Presently she was pursuing a course in Ayurveda at IMMT Medical College, Agra.  She only received the patient at the reception and that she did not prescribe or was involved in the treatment of the patient in any manner.  Dr. R.K. Mishra confirmed the statement made by Smt. Sadhana Mishra and attributed his initial statement to the Council about his wife having examined the patient, to inadvertence on his part.                                                 
Dr. R.P. Mishra made a statement that he has done MS (General Surgery) from Darbhanga Medical College, Bihar, in the year 1977 and that he is registered with Bihar Medical Council under registration No. 9978.  Dr. R.P. Mishra further stated that it was he who operated upon the patient.  Dr. R.K. Mishra assisted him during the procedure.  
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The Council observes that as per the records available in the office of Delhi Medical Council, Dr. R.P. Mishra is not registered with Delhi Medical Council.  

After going through the complaint, statement of Dr. R.K. Mishra made to the Council and documents on record, the Council held that Dr. R.K. Mishra committed professional misconduct on the following accounts :-

(a) Running / working in a hospital which is not registered with Directorate of Health 
Services.  

(b) Acting in violation of regulation 1.6 of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations 2002 which mandates that a physician shall not employ in connection with his professional practice any attendant who is neither registered nor enlisted under the medical lists in force and shall not permit such persons to attend, treat or perform operations upon patients wherever professional discretion or skill is required.  

(c) Not complying with the directions of the Council to submit the documents pertaining to his post graduate qualification as well as degree and registration certificate of his father and his wife within the stipulated period.  

(d) Improper record keeping of the medical treatment provided to the patient.  

The Council, therefore, recommended that a stern warning be issued to Dr. R.K. Mishra (DMC Regn. No. 23318) with a direction that he should refrain from such unethical practices in future; censure to be recorded in the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council. 
Directorate of Health Service is requested to investigate functioning of Laproscopy Hospital, 8/10A, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi as an unregistered establishment and to take appropriate action.  

Complaint stands disposed.
