O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ashish Chopra r/o. J4/44, Khirki Extension, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi – 110017, forwarded by Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant Shri Ashish Chopra at Moolchand Hospital (I.P. No. 190281, D.A.-27.6.2007, D.D.-28.6.2007).
The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Moolchand Hospital, medical records of Moolchand Hospital and other documents on record. 

It is noted that the complainant Shri Ashish Chorpa was admitted in Moolchand Hospital with a diagnosis of Talonavicular joint dislocation with fracture of Talus (L) ankle.  He underwent close reduction and close fixation with K-wire on 27.6.2007 and was discharged on 28.6.2007.  In the follow up period, he developed cellulitis of the fore foot left side, for which he was put on antibiotics.  

It is observed that cellulitis can occur after surgery which normally settles down within 2 to 3 weeks with rest and antibiotics.  The k-wire, as per the accepted medical practices, is to be removed from the site of the operation after a period of 2 to 3 weeks, which was done in the present case as well.  

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Council that prima facie, no medical negligence can be attributed in the treatment administered to Shri Ashish Chopra at Moolchand Hospital.  

Complaint stands disposed.
