O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Shri Vijay Datta, SDM, Rajouri Garden, Delhi seeking medical opinion in respect of death of a prisoner Deepak alias Deepu s/o. Shri Nand Ram r/o. Jhuggi No. 111, New Ekta Vihar Colony, RK Puram, New Delhi who died on 27.1.2006.
The Council perused the representation of SDM, Rajouri Garden, Histopathology Report, Viscera Report, post mortem report No. 86/2006 and medical records pertaining to this matter as provided by the office of SDM, Rajouri Garden.

The Council observed that the patient with a history of alcohol addiction and seizures was admitted in Central Jail Hospital, Tihar on 14.12.2005.  During admission after investigation, he was diagnosed as a known case of GTCS (Generalized Tonic Clonic Seizure) with Pulmonary Koch’s.  He was started on ATT on 4.1.2006 and discharged on 16.1.2006.  On 18.1.2006 the patient is reported to have developed Anaemia (Hg-8.4 mg%) and was referred to Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital.  The doctors at Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital opined that there was no need for blood transfusion but advised medication and further investigations (chest X-ray, HIV, Blood sugar etc).  The patient was planned for HIV testing from DDU Hospital and review from same Hospital on 30.1.2006.  As per the Death Summary of Central Jail No. 4, Tihar, on 27.1.2006 a 5.45 am on examination, the patient was found to be not moving, the body being in a stiff state, eyes opened and fixed, with no respiration, no heartbeat and there was foul smell.  In spite of CPR, there was no response and the patient was declared dead at 5.50 am (27.1.2006).   As per the post mortem report, the cause of death was determined to be “Emaciation and anaemia associated with pulmonary tuberculosis with superadded lung infection” 
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In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that adequate treatment was provided to the patient who had extensive pulmonary Kochs with severe anaemia and suspicion of HIV.  The patient appeared to have died because of his underlying precarious medical condition and not due to any medical negligence in the treatment administered to him.

Complaint stands disposed.
