O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Bam Bam Maharaj Nahotiya, General Secretary, Samajvadi Labour Front, A-150, JJ Camp, Suraj Park, Rohini, Sector-18, Delhi – 110042, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Smt. Leela Devi Memorial Vani Nursing Home, Bawana, Delhi, in the treatment administered to Shri Subodh Kumar Yadav at Smt. Leela Devi Memorial Vani Nursing Home.  

The Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Pankaj Sharma and other documents on records. The following were heard in person  :-

Dr. Pankaj Sharma stated that he is running Smt. Leela Devi Memorial Vani Nursing Home and Laproscopic Surgery Centre, Bawana, Delhi.  Smt. Leela Devi Memorial Vani Nursing Home and Laproscopic Surgery Centre is neither registered nor has applied for registration with Directorate of Health Services.  Dr. Sanjay Bobal, the Orthopaeditian who performed the amputation is registered with Delhi Medical Council.   Dr. Sanjay Bobal presently is in Australia.  

On being asked by the Council as to why the treatment records of Vani Nursing Home does not bear the signature of the treating doctor, no satisfactory explanation was forwarded by Dr. Pankaj Sharma.  
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Shri Subodh Kumar Yadav stated that he suffered the injury on his right hand during the course of his employment i.e. while discharging his duties at Baba Art Printers, J-25, Sector-2, DSIDC, Bawana, Delhi.  His employer in order to circumvent the legal obligations/duties, instead of taking him and providing treatment at a Government Hospital, took him to a private Nursing Home.  He further stated that had he been provided treatment at a well equipped establishment (Government Hospital) his fingers might have been saved.

The Council make the following observations :-

1. This case being an industrial accident, warranted initiation of MLC.

2. Initial findings of the surgeon Dr. Pankaj Sharma states that there is absence of blood circulation in the injured finger.  The nursing home being not registered with Directorate of Health Services raises serious concerns about the infrastructure or the lack of it, to manage such cases.  In view of the same, the patient should have been referred to a higher centre for vascular compromise, to afford him an opportunity of at least receiving the best possible treatment available, even though, the outcome might have been the same.

3. It is, however, noted from the records, that the prognosis as well as the need for amputation was explained to the complainant.  The complainant had put his thumb impression in acknowledgement of the same. 

In view of the findings made hereinabove, the Council issues a warning to Dr. Pankaj Sharma (DMC Regn. No. 21110) for failing to initiate MLC and for running (allowing undertaking of a surgical procedure) at a Centre (establishment) which is not registered with Directorate of Health Services.  Directorate of Health Services is requested to investigate the functioning of an unregistered nursing home and take appropriate action.  

Complaint stands disposed.
