The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Asst. General Manager (East), BSNL, Office of Chief General Manager, New Delhi, questioning the genuineness of medical certificates issued to one Shri Ram Kishan by various doctors.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, report No. Addl.MHO(M)/2008/936 dated 5.8.2008 of Addl. MHO (Med.) MCD and written statement of Dr. Manoj Nagpal. The Delhi Medical Council made the following observations :-

(a) Delhi Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad has been requested to investigate the matter pertaining to medical certificate issued by Dr. D.D. Sagar who purportedly is holder of BAMS qualification.  

(b) As per report of Addl. MHO (Med.) MCD medical certificates whose details are given hereinbelow, have not been issued by MCD and as such are not genuine.

Addl. MHO (Med.) MCD confirmed that certificate for the period 13.9.2004 to 22.9.2004 and 23.9.2004 to 3.10.2004 were issued by Medical Officer Incharge of MCD Dispensaries.  

(c) Dr. Manoj Nagpal in his written statement confirmed that Shri Ram Kishan was examined, investigated and treated by him.  He also advised 10 days bed rest to Shri Ram Kishan.
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no action is warranted against Dr. Manoj Nagpal, however, he is advised to adhere to Regulation 1.3.3. of the Indian Medical Council (Professional Conduct, Etiquette and Ethics) Regulations 2002 and prepare the medical certificate as and when there is a requirement, in terms of format prescribed as Appendix 2 to the aforesaid regulations.
