O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from office of DCP West District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Satish Kumar allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.

The Council perused the aforementioned reference from police alongwith the copy of medical records of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital.  

Late Satish Kumar reported to the casualty of Maharaja Agrasen Hospital on 28.5.2007 in early hours of the morning at 3 am with sudden onset of headache, vomiting and drowsiness.  He was known hypertensive on irregular treatment.  He had consumed alcohol in the night of 27.5.2007.  On admission, patient was in a critical condition with BP 240/140 mmHg, Pulse 126/mt and an altered sensorium. He was eventually diagnosed to be a case of Hypertension with Intra Cranial Haematoma (Right frontal) with intra ventricular extension with a mass effect. He was operated for the same, alongwith the other supportive treatment including anti-hypertensive  and elective ventilation. The supportive treatment was initiated right from the casualty. The medical records reflect the nature of treatment, monitoring, investigations, the condition of the patient during the hospital stay. The serious nature of the diseases was also communicated to the attendants of the patient during this course. 

In view of the above it is the decision of the Council that appropriate and accepted mode of treatments were adopted in the management of this case and prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out against the treating doctors.

Complaint stands disposed.
