O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a reference from SDM Paharganj, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Rinki Sen, who was under treatment at Dr. RML Hospital and subsequently expired on 27th June, 2007.
The Delhi Medical Council perused the representation from SDM Paharganj, medical records of Dr. RML Hospital, post mortem report No. 458/07, viscera report No. 13/CFSL(H)/EE/2007/13990 dated 13.12.2010, received from Central Forensic Science Laboratory, Hyderabad and other documents on record.  

The Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient late Rinki Sen sustained 46% of total body surface area burns which were mostly superficial.  She also had some elements of inhalation injury.   Following treatment in Dr. RML Hospital, she was discharged after 2 months of stay.  At the time of discharge, it is apparent from records that she would have sufficiently recovered.  Her post discharge reports of Dr RML Hospital shows she had low hemoglobin and hypoproteinemia and some raw areas for which she was advised multivitamins and dressing etc. alongwith high protein diet.  Pedal Oedema in post discharge period shows she was in hypoproteinemia.  She was also advised physiotherapy which indicates of her sufficient recovery from burn area.  It is also not clear on what basis the post mortem report states that renal failure was due to her burn injuries almost 3 months after her sustaining burns.  

It is noted from the viscera report No. 13/CFSL(H)/EE/2007/13990 dated 13.12.2010 that no common poison was detected in the exhibit sent for examination.  It is thus, evident that there was no poisoning of the patient subsequent to her discharge from Dr. RML Hospital and she died because of prolonged malnutrition and hypoproteinemia. 
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In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Dr. RML Hospital in the treatment administered to late Rinki Sen. 

Matter stands disposed.
