O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Smt. Sunita against Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari.  The following were examined in person alongwith the complaint, reply of Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari, the case papers of DDU Hospital and other documents on record :-

(a) Smt. Sunita

(b) Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari

(c) Shri Kalu Ram (Complainant’s husband)

It is the case of the complainant that her 3 years old son, Abhishek died due to the medical negligence of Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari in the treatment administered by him to late Abhishek.  

Late Abhishek was examined and treated by Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari on 1.8.2001 at Maheshwari Health Centre, Pankha Road.  As per the complainant, her son was suffering from fever, she alleged that Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari gave him two injections and asked her to take her son home.  She, however, returned shortly to the clinic as her son vomited and had convulsion on their way.  She alleges that Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari again gave her son one more injection and advised her to take her son to DDU Hospital as the condition of her son was deteriorating.  Dr. Maheshwari asked his compounder to accompany the complainant and her son to DDU Hospital.  Late Abhishek was admitted in DDU Hospital at 11.10 AM on 1.8.2001 in unconscious state; he expired on 1.8.2001 at 8.30 PM.

Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari in his reply has stated that late Abhishek was examined by him on 1.8.2001 at 10.00 AM.  Abhishek was suffering with high grade fever of 2 days duration.  The Respondent after clinically examining the patient administered one injection mol. 1 ml. and one injection Dexona 0.75 ml. to Abhishek and advised the complainant to take the child to DDU Hospital.  The Respondent denied administering a third injection when the complainant returned to his clinic after her son had vomited.

The prescription slip of Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari which was produced before the Disciplinary Committee by the complainant confirms the line of treatment administered by the respondent to late Abhishek on 1.8.2001.  The post-mortem report indicates that both lungs of late Abhishek were congested reflecting lobar pneumonia, from which it can be inferred that the complication, which the child developed and subsequently led to his demise was due to bilateral pneumonia.

In view of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the line of treatment adopted and administered by Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari was in conformity with the accepted professional practice in cases of child suffering with high grade fever.  No medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajesh Maheshwari is established, the complaint stands disposed.
