O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Pridhuman Kaul, r/o 146, United India Apartments, Mayur Vihar, Phase-1 Extension, Delhi forwarded by Senior Citizens Service Trust, alleging professional misconduct / medical negligence on the part of Jeevan Anmol Hospital, Mayur Vihar Phase – I, opposite Pratap Nagar, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Jeewan Anmol Hospital.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, copy of records submitted therewith.  

The Delhi Medical Council observes that the patient Shri Pridhuman Kaul reported to Jeewan Anmol Hospital on 30th October, 2009 with complaint of Lt. Abdominal pain radiating to back, sweating and was found to have tachycardia and increased systolic blood pressure reading.   In addition to differential diagnosis of renal colic, pain of cardiac origin was suspected.  Patient was given ICU care and ECG and cardiac enzymes were investigated.  Trop-T test was done to exclude cardiac (coronary) disease. As patient stayed in the hospital only for four hours and left against medical advise (LAMA), there is no question of medical negligence, otherwise it is presumed that the patient would have been further investigated and managed.  Pain of renal origin and pain of cardiac original were differential diagnosis and patient was not neglected and investigated reasonably.  
In light of the above, prima facie, no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out against the doctors of Jeewan Anmol Hospital, in the treatment administered to Shri Pradhuman Kaul at Jeewan Anmol Hospital.  
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Complaint stands disposed.
