O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Ramesh Chandra r/o. 2/118, Sector-2, Rajendra Nagar, Sahibabad, Ghaziabad, UP, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Rohit Chandra at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, New Delhi – 110060, resulting in his death on 25.9.2009.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. R.K. Ganjoo, Director Medical, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital enclosing therewith written statement of Dr. Pooja Khosla Consultant Deptt. of Medicine and Dr. Sumit Ray Vice Chairperson, Deptt. of Critical Care Medicine, rejoinder and written statement arguments of Shri Ramesh Chandra, copy of medical records of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record.  

The Delhi Medical Council observed that complaint primarily is administrative in nature, alleging irregularities in the functioning of a Hospital (Sir Ganga Ram Hospital), hence, this aspect may be examined by Directorate of Health Services.  The only issue taken up for determination by Delhi Medical Council was whether there was any medical negligence in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Rohit Chandra at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, resulting in his death on 25.9.2010.

Briefly stated the facts of the case are that Rohit Chandra, 25 year male was admitted in Sir Ganga Ram Hospital ICU on 21.9.2009 with chief complaints of fever for 4 days with history of bleeding gums, bilateral conjunctival haemorrhage and breathlessness for 1 day with history of malena.  At the time of admission patient was having BP of 80/60 mmH, saturation 90% on 5L/min. oxygen.  During investigations patient was having thrombocytopenia with platelets count of 15000/cumm with deranged PT/APTT (18/78.2 with INR of 1.8) MP serology and widal test were negative.  Blood culture was sterile.  Chest x-ray revealed picture of ARDS.  His dengue serology was positive H1N1 serology was negative.  LFT at the time of admission were S Bil 10.4 mg% with SGPT of 1008 and SGOT of 5130 and RFT’s wth creatinine of 1.2 mg%.  Prognosis was very poor at the time admission and was explained to Shri Ramesh Chandra.   Patient  was  given  IV  fluids,  5  PRPs  and  2 FFP on 21.9.2009 transfusion.  Repeat

platelet at 10 pm was 36000/cumm.  Patient was not maintaining oxygen saturation so was put on CMV mode of ventilatory support on 22.9.2009 platelet count was 27000/cumm with PT/APTT (17/56.7 with INR of 1.69).  Patient was given 4 FFP and 1 PRP and there was worsening of chest x-ray.  On 23.9.2009 PT/APTT (15.9/104 with INR of 1.59).  Patient was given 4 FFP and 3 PRP.  There was decreased urine output so patient was started on CRRT at 11 pm on 23.9.2009.  On 24.9.2009 platelet  count  was  80000/cumm with PT/APTT (27.3/250 with INR of 3.37) with LFTs of Total Biliruin of 12.6%, direct 7.2mg% SGOT 2169 and SGPT 459.  RFTs showed BUN of 51 mg% with creatinine of 2.82mg%  Patient was given 4 FFP and 1 blood transfusion and continued on CRRT as patient was not passing urine.  There was worsening of chest x-ray.  Patient was not persistently maintaining his blood pressure for which patient was on continuous three inotropic support (Noradenaline, Dopamine and vasopressm).  Also patient’s pupils were semi-dilated and sluggish reacting to light.  On 25.9.2009 at 1.30 am patient was not maintaining his blood pressure even on high inotropic support and was not maintaining his oxygen saturation.  CPR was started but patient did not responded, patient was declared dead on 25.9.2009 at 2 am.  

The Delhi Medical Council observes that the patient with a diagnosis of Dengue Haemorrhagic fever was treated as per standard protocol in such cases, however on day one of his admission at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital i.e. 21.9.2009 there was some delay in procuring FFPs and PRP and as a consequence delay in their infusion, which should have been avoided.  

It is, therefore, the decision of Delhi Medical Council that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital in the treatment administered to complainant’s son late Rohit Chandra.  

Complaint stands disposed.
