O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Inderjeet s/o. Shri Prem Chand an undertrial in District Jail, Rohini, alleging, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Harpreet Kaur, MO Incharge, District Jail, Rohini, New Delhi.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Harpreet Kaur and documents on record.   

The Delhi Medical Council observes that the complainant had made wild, vague and unsubstantiated allegation regarding his medical treatment.    
Dr. Harpreet Kaur in her written statement has averred that prison patient Inderjeet s/o. Prem Chand was a post-operative case of Ureteric Stone and Incisional Hernia Right Lumbar region.  He is under treatment from surgery department, AIIMS and has been advised mesh Hernioplasty for which many dates were given but prisoner patient every times gives excuses of court dates or takes O.T. dates on Gazetted holidays and takes next date.  We have been regularly sending him on all dates and such holidays as well.  As per Mulahiza (first medical examination) prisoner patient was taken into Rohini Jail on 23.8.2008.  All his medical records are in order.  He has gone to AIIMS 3 to 4 only for taking surgery dates.  On dated 27.5.2009 prisoner patient was reviewed at cardiology department / AIIMS for raised blood pressure.  His ECG, Chest X-ray and PFT was done which was within normal limit and he was advised S.Numlo 5 mg OD and T. Repase-H 1 OD.  The same treatment was provided to prisoner patient.  Moreover prisoner patient did  not  attend  the  jail  OPD  to  collect  the  medicines and for review regularly as advised.  The 
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complaint regarding his irregular follow up was given to Superintendent District Jail Rohini before.  On 29.10.2009 prisoner patient was referred to surgery department AIIMS for admission as advised, but he was given 26.12.2009 (C-7 ward) as next date for surgery.  Instead of getting admitted on 26.12.2009 he managed to get date for 25.1.2010 as always.  Again on 25.1.2010 prisoner patient was referred for admission to AIIMS but he refused for surgery.  Further it is submitted that before also prisoner patient alleged in the Hon’ble Court that his kidney was removed in Jail.  As per Order of the Hon’ble Court, Prisoner patient Inderjeet was referred to radiology Department, BSA Hospital on 4.11.2009 for abdomen ultrasound.  As per record from BSA Hospital, prisoner patient refused to get his ultrasound done and gave it in written.  Moreover renal artery Doppler showing both kidneys are normal in size, shape, outline and echotexture (measuring right kidney 10.7 cm, and left kidney 10.8 cm) was done on 2.7.2009 at AIIMS.  
In light of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie, no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out against Dr. Harpreet Kaur.  

Complaint stands disposed.
