The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Dev Prakash Tyagi r/o C-
61, Millennium Apartments, Sector-18, Rohini, Delhi- 110089, alleging medical 
negligence on the part of Dr. H.S. Kapoor & Dr. A.K. Khurana, in the treatment 
administered to complainant Shri Dev Prakash Tyagi at Kalra Hospital, Kirti Nagar 
& Jaipur Golden Hospital, Rohini respectively.


The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. H.S. Kapoor, Dr. R.N. Kalra, Medical Director, Kalra Hospital, written statement of Dr. A.K. Khurana and Dr. Ashish Chandra, Medical Superintendent, Jaipur Golden Hospital, copy of medical records of Kalra Hospital, Jaipur Golden Hospital, Sir Ganga Ram Hospital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council notes that Shri Dev Prakash Tyagi was admitted at Kalra Hospital with complaint of Gall Bladder Stone on 1-12-08.  After investigations, he was diagnosed as a case of Chronic Cholecystitis with Cholelithiasis with Diabetes Melitius-type-II and was taken up, after consent, for laparoscopic cholecystectomy on 1st December, 2008, the surgery was performed by Dr. H.S. Kapoor. After control of diabetes and stabilization, he was discharged after 48 hours on 3-12-08. On day five and day eight of the surgery, the complainant was again seen by Dr. H.S. Kapoor.  He was investigated and found to be having jaundice.  He was advised to be admitted.  The complainant got admitted at Jaipur Golden Hospital under Dr. A.K. Khurana. On admission, complainant was thoroughly investigated and ERCP was done which revealed complete blockade of common bile duct.  Ultrasound revealed collection of fluid for which C.T. Scan was advised.  Dr. A.K. Khurana gave the reference to surgeon, Dr. S.P. Dembla and Gastro Surgeon, Dr. Pradeep Jain.  All the consultants advised surgery and the prognosis was explained.  The complainant’s relative wanted to shift the complainant to Sir Ganga Ram Hospital.  Under the care of Dr. Adarsh Chaudhary, emergency surgery was performed at City Hospital.  Later on, another surgery was done for the repair of CBD injury.


The Delhi Medical Council observes that complication of CBD (Common Bile Duct) injury is a known complication of the surgical procedure of Laparoscopic Cholecystectomy.  The chain of events which followed subsequent to Laparoscopic cholecystectomy at Kalra Hospital are natural consequences of the injury to the common bile duct.  The Surgeon, Gastroenterologist and G.I. Surgeon followed the accepted professional practices to manage the complications.  


In light of the observation made hereinabove, it is the decision of Delhi Medical Council 
that no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. H.S. Kapoor and Dr. A.K. 
Khurana in the treatment administered to complainant Shri Dev Prakash Tyagi.
