O R D E R

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Mohit Goel r/o. 538K/1465, Triveni Nagar-II, Sitapur Road, Lucknow, UP, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Deepak Lahoti, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Mrs. Rashi Goel at Kamal Hospital, Kaushambi, Ghaziabad.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. Deepak Lahoti, Dr. Tejbir Singh of Kamal Hospital, copy of medical records of Kamal Hopsital and other documents on record.

The Delhi Medical Council observes Mrs. Rashi Goel had consulted Dr. Deepak Laloti at Kamal Hospital, Ghaziabad for abdominal pain.  ERCP was carried out by Dr. Deepak Lahoti on 8th July, 2009 which showed present of multiple stones and evidence of pus.  Papillatomy was carried out by Dr. Deepak Lahoti and CBD was cleared of the stones.  Subsequently the patient underwent cholecystectomy for the gall stones and she remained asymptomatic for six months.  Subsequently after six months she had recurrence of abdominal pain and the MRCP showed evidence of a CBD stone which the patient claims that Dr. Deepak Lahoti had probably not cleared the CBD of all the stones and some stones could have been left behind.  The Delhi Medical Council observes that even if there were some stone left behind it could have been left behind in the common-bileduct by Dr. Deepak Lahoti that does not amount to any negligence in medical care.  Further stones can recur in the CBD even after the procedure of sphinctecotomy.  If some stones remains hidden in the intrahepatic ducts, retained CBD stones could be the result of re-stone formation or slipping of one of the intrahepatic calculae into the common bile duct or incomplete removal of all the stones.  Hence, recurrence of primary bile duct stones after ensocopic biliary sphincterotomy is a known hazard related to the procedures and does not amount to medical negligence.  
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In light of the observations made hereinabove, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that prima facie no medical negligence can be attributed on the part of Dr. Deepak Lahoti in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Smt. Rashi Goel.
Complaint stands disposed.
