The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Suresh Kumar Raghav, A-15, Mahavir Enclave-II, New Delhi – 110059, seeking verification of genuineness of medical certificates issued by Dr. R. Pathak to one Dr. M.C. Aggarwal.

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statement of Dr. R. Pathak, Specialist (Medicine), Deptt. of Medicine, DDU Hospital, New Delhi and copy of medical certificate No. 25475 dated 5.9.2009 issued to one Dr. M.C. Agarwal.  It is noted that Dr. R. Pathak in his written statement has averred that the medical certificate No. 25475 dated 5.9.2009 was issued by him as a medical specialist of DDU Hospital.  He further certify that the certificate was issued to the patient with his signature as a part of his duty.  Dr. M.C. Aggarwal was under his treatment w.e.f 31.7.2009 to 5.9.2009 as an OPD patient.  He (patient) was diagnosed to be suffering from a number of ailments including Accelerated Hypertension, Uncontrolled Diabetes Mellitus and chest pain.  He (Dr. R. Pathak) used best of his clinical knowledge to treat the patient and performed his duties as physician diligently in the interest of patient.  He (Dr. R. Pathak) discussed the condition of the patient with his senior colleague and HOD (Medicine) Dr. P.K. Pathak.  Dr. M.C. Agarwal being a doctor was capable of recording his blood pressure and blood sugars regularly for appropriate treatment modifications to be made on a regular basis.  Therefore, the patient could be managed on OPD basis.  There was no need to refer the case to higher centre.  Patient was regularly followed up in the Medical OPD and appropriate investigations including serial Blood sugars, ECGs, X-ray chest and echocardiography etc. were carried and treatment was administered / changes as per his condition.  Patient was declared medically fit on 5.9.2009 to rejoin his duties once his condition was well under control and he (Dr. R. Pathak) was sure that he (patient) could perform his duties properly.  There is no omission or commission in performance of his duties as per medical ethics.  
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In light of the above, the Delhi Medical Council observed that the explanation put forth by Dr. R. Pathak regarding issuance of medical certificate is found to be satisfactory.  However, for future, he is advised to take note of the observations made by Delhi Medical Council regarding issuance of medical certificate, circulated by Delhi Medical Council in Delhi Medical Association Bulletin (copy attached herewith).
Complaint stands disposed.
