The Delhi Medical Council examined a representation from Addl. DCP (South East Distt), Delhi, forwarded by Joint Secretary (Home),  Govt. of NCT of Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of late Karamveer, on a complaint of Shri K.D. Verma r/o. H.No.27, Vill. Molar Band, PO Badarpur, New Delhi – 110044, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of VIMHANS Hospital, 1, Institutional Area, Nehru Nagar, New Delhi – 110065 and Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s brother late Karamveer, resulting in his death on 3.1.2010 at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi – Mathura Road, New Delhi 110076.

On perusal of the representation from police, joint written statement of Dr. D.K. Aggarwal, (Sr. Consultant Nephrology) Dr. S.K. Sogani (Sr. Consultant Neurosurgery), Dr. Priyadarshini Pal Singh (Incharge Emergency), Dr. Ritu Rawat, Medical Superintendent, Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and written statement of Dr. R.P. Arora (Chief Administrator) VIMHANS, enclosing therewith a copy of written statement of Dr. Shamsher Dwivedee (Consultant Neurologist) VIMHANS Hospital, copy of medical records of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital and VIMHANS, the Delhi Medical Council observed that the patient late Karamveer was a case of chronic liver disease who developed intra-cranial bleed (haemorhage).  The patient was operated as a life saving surgery under high risk including death on table at VIMHANS.  Patient initially improved and later deteriorated.  He was shifted to Indraprastha Apollo Hospital in a critical condition where all relevant treatment was given within three to four hours.  Patient succumbed due to poor clinical condition, co-morbidities and intra-cranial  haemorrhage.  It  is  further  observed  that  there  was  no  role  of gastroenterologist during surgery.  The
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low platelet count which this patient had was corrected with FFP, as per standard protocol before the patient was considered for surgery.  Prima facie, no case of medical negligence is made out against treating doctors.

Matter stands disposed.
