The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri Pervez Ahmed r/o. E-1803, Jahangirpuri, New Delhi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhatia Hospital, A-25, Ramgarh Colony, G.T. Karnal Highway, Delhi.  

The Delhi Medical Council perused the complaint, written statements of Dr. Praveen Bhatia, Dr. Soni Anand, Dr. Dharmendra Jain and other documents on record.  
The Delhi Medical Council observed that complainant’s female baby delivered on 12.4.2010 at Bhatia Hospital was born with imperforate anus which is a rare congenital anamoly.  The anamoly generally should be picked up in the first examination, if not then definitely over next twenty four hours.  However, according to doctors, the complainant insisted on early discharge (within three hours) and doctors could not get sufficient time for further observation.  This is an act of omission, however, prima-facie no willful negligence can be attributed on the part of the doctors of Bhatia Hospital.  The doctors are, therefore, advised to be careful in future.
Complaint stands disposed.
