A complaint from the office of the Foreigners Registration Officer, New Delhi forwarded by Andhra Pradesh Medical Council alleging issuance of fake medical certificate by Dr. T.N. Rao (DMC Regn. No. 9928), Annapurna Clinic, 62/11, Laxmi Market, Near DDA Office, Munirka, New Delhi – 110 067 to one Shri Suresh Pal, ACIO-II posted in Bureau of Immigration at IGI Airport, thereby committing professional misconduct, was inquired into by the Delhi Medical Council.  The Council after examining the complaint and reply of Dr. Rao has concluded that no case of professional misconduct is made out against Dr. T.N. Rao.  The medical certificate in question explicitly stated that Shri Suresh Pal was diagnosed by Dr. Rao as a case of Viral-myalgia and Dysentery.  It appears that due to lack of knowledge of medical terminology, the complainant could not appreciate the diagnosis of Dr. Rao and made this frivolous complaint.  The Council takes a serious view of the fact that the complainant casted an aspersion on the conduct of Dr. T.N. Rao without first exhausting all possible resources to comprehend the document which was the basis of this complaint. 

Complaint stands dismissed.
