Subject     : Complaint of Shri R.N. Chopra against doctors of Batra Hospital

Reference : Letter No. F.14/07/2003/H&FW/3742 dated 13.11.2004

The Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Shri R.N. Chopra r/o L-31, Kalkaji, New Delhi – 110 019, against doctors of Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, New Delhi.  It is the allegation of the complainant, Shri R.N. Chopra that his wife Smt. Kamla Chopra who was admitted at Batra Hospital on 28.6.2001 and was being administered oxygen supply, died on 20.7.2001, because the same was stopped, due to non payment of hospital bills amounting to Rs. 1.75 lacs.  The complainant has also mentioned the fact that he is facing criminal prosecution in the Court of Metropolitan Magistrate, Delhi, for dishonour of cheque, which he (complaint) subsequently issued to the hospital, for clearance of bills.  The Medical Superintendent, Batra Hospital in her written statement stated that the complainant’s wife late Kamala Chopra (referred hereinafter as the patient), a known case of COPD and old Koch’s was admitted in Batra Hospital in a moribund state with respiratory distress.  The patient was put on ventilator and life support system and at no point of time the patient’s oxygen was discontinued and that she expired because of respiratory failure.  A copy of a letter supposedly written by the complainant, wherein, he has lauded the facilities being extended to his wife at Batra Hospital has also been submitted by the Medical Superintendent.

In view of the above, it is the decision of the Delhi Medical Council that the complainant has preferred this complaint as a counterblast to the criminal proceedings which have been initiated by Batra Hospital against him on account of dishonour of cheque issued by the complainant to settle hospital bills.   The complaint is not only baseless but also frivolous, hence, is dismissed.
