O R D E R
The Delhi Medical Council through its Executive Committee examined a complaint of Dr. D.D. Goyal, A-16, Jawahar Nagar, Bharatpur, Rajasthan-321001, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s granddaughter baby of Garima, resulting in her death on 01.10.2014.

The Order of the Executive Committee dated 28th April, 2016 is reproduced herein-below:
“The Executive Committee of the Delhi Medical Council examined a complaint of Dr. D.D. Goyal, A-16, Jawahar Nagar, Bharatpur, Rajasthan-321001(referred hereinafter as the complainant), alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, Delhi-Mathura Road, New Delhi-110076 (referred hereinafter as the said Hospital), in the treatment administered to the complainant’s granddaughter (baby of Garima), resulting in her death on 1.10.2014.
The Executive Committee perused the complaint and documents   submitted therewith.
The Executive Committee observes that the baby was born at Jindal Hospital, Bharatpur at 5:42 pm on 29th September, 2014. Baby developed respiratory distress and was put on ventilator. Later the baby was shifted to Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi on 30th September, 2014. Transport was done by the neonatal transport team properly. At NICU in Apollo Hospital the baby was put on ventilator support and ECHO confirmed presence of severe PPHN. Baby was shifted to high frequency ventilator and was given vasopressors and Inj. Sidenafil. As sepsis screen was positive. The baby was also given appropriate antibiotics and other supportive treatment. However inspite of all measures, baby could not be saved and expired on 1st October, 2014 at 10:10am.
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In view of the observations made herein-above, it is, therefore, the decision of the Executive Committee that prima-facie no case of medical negligence is made out on the part of doctors of Indraprastha Apollo Hospital in the treatment administered to the complainant’s granddaughter (baby of Garima) at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital.
Complaint stands disposed. “
