The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

Dr. A.K. Agarwal, Chairman chaired the meeting.

Dr. A.K. Agarwal welcomed the members to the meeting.
The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 12th March, 2014.

Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 12th March, 2014, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed. 
2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 12th March, 2014.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, was approved. 
3. To discuss about the progress of Online CME
The Registrar briefed the members that following steps will be initiated in regard to online CME programmes :-

1. Topics for module development are to be developed by DMC, (as these topics were important for family physicians and does not exist on BMJ site.) in next Three Months.

(a) Jaundice-management – Dr. N.P. Singh
(b) Importance of Urine Examination – Dr. Manoj Singh

(c) Gall stone diseases – Dr. Praveen Bhatia

(d) Premature ejaculation  - Dr. Anil Goyal

(e) Emergent diseases – Dr. K.K. Aggarwal 

2. 
Promoting the Online CME programme: through email campaigns, web based promotion (Facebook & LinkedIn) and posters.
3. 
Conducting live events to promote for eg. medical writing workshop targeted to young doctors & PG students.

It was further directed that steps / process to be followed for accessing online CME, be disseminated in DMA Bulletin, so that maximum number of doctors can take advantage of this service. 
4. To discuss about the progress of Online registration

The Registrar briefed the members that the registration online has become operational, however, in regard to renewal of registration, certain glitches have cropped up, which are being worked on and are expected to be rectified within one month.  The Council observed that all necessary steps be taken, in a time bound manner, to make online renewal of registration functional at the earliest.  It was further directed that information regarding DMC online registration service be disseminated through the Dean / Principal of medical colleges of Delhi, so that the students who are to pass out in the final year or are to complete their internship, may take benefit of this service. 
5. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct 
(a) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 1016 of Shri Vineet Kumar Gupta, RZ-16D/14, Tughlakabad  Extension,  New Delhi against Dr. Narinder Singh of Narinder Medical Centre, 1456, C-13, Govind Puri, New Delhi, was confirmed.
The Council confirmed the Order and punishment of warning awarded to Dr. Narinder Singh (DMC registration No. 29505) by the Disciplinary Committee.  

(b) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1117 of Shri Ajay Kumar Gupta, r/o. 1/7240, East Gorakh Park, New Delhi, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Rajiv Sudan, in the treatment administered to complainant’s wife Mrs. Sunita Gupta at Amar Eye Centre, B-38, Mohan Park, Naveen Shahdara, (Near Shiv Mandir Pipal Chowk), Delhi – 110032; subsequently patient was treated in Guru Nanak Eye Centre, was confirmed.
(c) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1101 of Smt. Shashi Sharma r/o. 143-B, Bhagwan Nagar, 4th Floor, Ashram, New Delhi – 110014, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of National Heart Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s husband late Shiv Kumar Sharma, at National Heart Institute, East of Kailash, New Delhi, was confirmed. 
(d) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1197 - A representation from Police Station Shalimar Bagh, forwarding a complaint of Shri Gulshan Sachdeva r/o. A-5, Saraswati Vihar, Pitampura, Delhi – 110034, alleging medical negligence and professional misconduct on the part of Max Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Anmol Krishan Sachdeva at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, Delhi, was taken up for confirmation, wherein the Council observed that in light of the findings of the Executive Committee, prima facie, no case of medical negligence or professional misconduct is made out in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Anmol Krishan Sachdeva at Max Hospital, Shalimar Bagh, New Delhi.

This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Executive Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.

(e) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1179 - A representation from Police Station Malviya Nagar, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion on a complaint of Smt. Nandini, D-1, 328, Madangir, Dr. Ambedkar Nagar, New Delhi-110062, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Vardaan Hospital, B-100, Malviya Nagar, New Delhi-110017, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s newborn baby at Vardaan Hospital, was confirmed. 
(f) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1096 - Smt. Savita r/o. H.No. 1231, Maruti Vihar, Gurgaon, 122002, Haryana, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of different hospitals located in Gurgaon and Dr. S.K. Chadha and Dr. Shyam Aggarwal of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Shri Ram Dayal, was confirmed. 
(g) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1181 - A representation from Police Station, Saket, New Delhi-110017, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Anita Devi, w/o, Shri Raja Ram, 14/202, Dakshinpuri Extension, New Delhi, allegedly due to medical negligence on the part of doctors of G.M. Modi Hospital, in the treatment administered to late Smt. Anita Devi at Gujarmal Modi Hospital, Saket, New Delhi, resulting in her death on 6.7.2011, was confirmed. 
6. To discuss about the minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee.

1. The Council directed that proposed amendments to section 27 of DMC Act, 1997, as asked for by the Pr. Secretary (Health), Govt. of NCT of Delhi in a meeting held recently with the Pr. Secretary, be sent to the Government, at the earliest. 
2. The President requested all the members to propose / submit their recommendation in regard to amendments to the DMC Act, 1997, so that the same may be finalized and forwarded to Government of NCT of Delhi, for necessary action. 

3. The Council further directed that Dr. Anil Goyal and Dr. Anil Bansal be co-opted to the Land and Building Committee of Delhi Medical Council.  The said Committee was requested to take concrete steps for identifying space / land / building for setting up  permanent office of Delhi Medical Council. 
4. The Council observed that there shall be no further extension of amnesty scheme for non-renewal of registration which has expired on 31st March, 2014.
