The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

Dr. Vinay Aggarwal, Vice-President chaired the meeting.

Dr. Vinay Aggarwal welcomed the members to the meeting.

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting held on 4th June, 2014.

Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 4th June, 2014, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed. 

2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting held on 4th June, 2014.

Action taken report, which was circulated to all the members, appended herewith as Annexure ‘A’, was approved. 
3. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct 
(i) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 969 of Shri Vijendra, r/o, A-131, Ramesh Enclave, Sultanpuri, Delhi-110086, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Kapil Sethi, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Kanta Sethi Hospital, A-777-778, Main Market, Avntika, Sector-2, Rohin, New Delhi-110085; the complainant subsequently received treatment at Safdarjung Hospital, New Delhi, was confirmed.
(ii) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 991 of Shri Amit Dandriyal, Flat no. 120, Sur Air Society, Plot No. 7, Sector-15, Rohini, Delhi-110089, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, alleging medical on the part of Dr. Soni Anand, Dr. Ranjana Thakur, Dr. Pankaj Sharma, Dr. A..K. Bhargava, Dr. S.K. Bansal of Bhagwati Hospital, Sector-13, Rohini, Delhi, in the treatment administered to the complainant wife Smt. Namita at Bhagwati Hospital, was confirmed. 

(iii) A complaint No. 881 of Smt. Seema, w/o Shri Rajeevan Kumar, r/o B-63, Gali No.18, Jitar Nagar, Parwana Road, Delhi-110051, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Narayan Harisinghani and Dr. Meena Harisinghani, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Deepak Nursing Home, H-7, Jagat Puri, Parwana Road, Delhi-110051, was determined by the Disciplinary Committee vide Order dated 3rd June, 2014.  The Order dated 3rd June, 2014 of the Disciplinary Committee was put up to the Delhi Medical Council for confirmation in its meeting held on 4th June, 2014.  As per the minutes of the Council dated 4th June, 2014, the Council on perusal of the Disciplinary Committee’s Order observed that the matter be referred back to the Disciplinary Committee for re-consideration on the following issues.

(a) What is the time duration for permanent damage and recovery in cases of epidural hematoma?

(b) What is the time duration within which the complication should have been noted and treated? 

(c) Was it a case of error of judgment or negligence?

The subsequent Order dated 11th July, 2014 of the Disciplinary Committee after re-consideration, was placed before the Council today i.e. 17th July, 2014 for confirmation.

The Council confirms the Orders dated 3rd June, 2014 and 11th July, 2014 of the Disciplinary Committee through majority decision; Dr. Anil Goyal, Member, Delhi Medical Council registered his dissent. 


Whilst confirming the Order dated 3rd June, 2014 and 11th July, 2014 of the Disciplinary Committee, the Council observes that the decision of the Disciplinary Committee holding Dr. Meena Harisinghani (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.12265) and Dr. Naryan Harisinghani (Delhi Medical Council Registration No.13693) guilty of medical negligence is final.  However, the Order directing the removal of name from the State Medical Register of Delhi Medical Council shall come into effect after 30 days from the date of the Order.
(iv) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1217-A representation from PS South Campus, South District, New Delhi, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Smt. Chandra Devi and treatment of Shri Sunil Kumar, was confirmed. 
(v) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1094 of Shri Umang Saxena r/o. 43, Shahtoot Marg, DLF Phase – 1, Gurgaon – 122002, Haryana, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Fortis Escorts Hospital & Research Institute, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Yogesh Saxena at Fortis Escorts Heart Institute, Okhla Road, New Delhi – 110025, resulting in his death on 11.12.2012, was confirmed.
(vi) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1065 of Shri Manish Kumar r/o. F-39, Pateldham, Chanakyapuri, New Delhi – 110021, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Ramakrishnan and Dr. A.K. Bisoi of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, in the treatment administered to baby of Tripti Agrawal (complainant’s wife) at All India Institute of Medical Sciences, Ansari Nagar, New Delhi, resulting in death on 08.11.2012, was confirmed.
(vii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 1102 of Shri Puneet Chopra r/o. F-15, Mangalam Apartments, Module-10, Abhey Khand-3, Indirapuram, Ghaziabad, UP – 201010, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Umesh Bareja, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Visual Aids Centre, 8, Ring Road, Lajpat Nagar-IV, New Delhi – 110024, was confirmed. 
(viii) The Order of the Executive Committee in No complaint. 1103 of Shri Laxman Dutt Sharma r/o. 1532/28, Nai Wala Karol Bagh, Delhi – 110005, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Shree Jeewan Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at Shree Jeewan Hospital, 67/1, New Rohtak Road, New Delhi–110005, was confirmed. 
(ix) The Order of the Executive Committee in No complaint. 1123 of Ab. Ahad Shah, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Batra Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s son Mr. Mushtaq Ahmad at Batra Hospital & Medical Research Centre, 1, Tughlakabad Institutional Area, Mehrauli Badarpur Road, New Delhi – 110062, was confirmed. 

(x) The Order of the Executive Committee in No complaint. 1130 of Shri Sujaan Negi, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s baby at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, Rajinder Nagar, Delhi-110060, forwarded by the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, was confirmed. 
(xi) The Order of the Executive Committee in No complaint. 1125 of Ms. Madhumeet Kaur Tower -13, Flat No.- 301, Heritage City, M. G. Road Gurgaon, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. H.K. Chopra, Dr. Manoj Kumar, Dr. Shiv Chopra and Moolchand Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri H.S. Rekhi; the patient subsequently received treatment at Indraprastha Apollo Hospital, was confirmed. 
Dr. K.K. Aggarwal, Member recused himself from the proceedings.

(xii) The Order of the Executive Committee in No complaint. 1131 of Smt. Madhuri Sinha r/o. Type-III/18, Plot No. 9, Pocket-6, NCERT Qtrs., Nasirpur (Dwarka), New Delhi – 110045, forwarded by the Addl. CDMO, West District, against Dr. Sunita Kapoor of City X-Ray & Scan Clinic Pvt. Ltd., Vikas Puri, New Delhi, was taken up for confirmation before the Council wherein whilst confirming the decision of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the sentence ‘However, the Executive Committee directed this matter be also brought to the notice of NABL’, appearing in the last paragraph of the Executive Committee Committee’s Order be expunged, as the same is unwarranted. 

This observation is to be incorporated in the final Order to be issued.  The Order of the Executive Committee stands modified to this extent and the modified Order is confirmed.


(xiii) To discuss about the minutes of the Anti Quackery Committee.

The Secretary informed that there are no minutes of the Anti-Quackery Committee on which discussion is required.  

Dr. Anil Bansal, Chairman, Anti-Quackery Committee of the Delhi Medical Council, however, stated that inspite of the Order dated 30th May, 2014 of the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in Crl.A.No.577/2013, Crl.M.(Bail)No.1874/2013 & Crl.M.A.No.4781/2014, the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi has not organized any anti-quackery inspection/raids.  The Council directed that a letter regarding anti-quackery inspection/raids in terms of the Order dated 30th May, 2014 of the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in Crl.A.No.577/2013, Crl.M.(Bail)No.1874/2013 & Crl.M.A.No.4781/2014 be sent to the Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi and the Delhi Police. 
(xiv) Any other item with permission of Chair.
(i) The Minutes of the Finance Committee of the Delhi Medical Council meeting held on 10th July, 2014, which were circulated to all the members, appended herewith as Annexure ‘B, were confirmed. 
(ii) The Council directed that the feasibility of E-C.M.E. be considered by the CME Committee of the Delhi Medical Council.  Dr. K.K. Aggarwal to submit a proposal in this regard to CME Committee.  The CME Committee shall deliberate and submit its views/recommendations regarding the same to the Council. 
(iii) The Council directed that an advisory be issued to the doctors regarding the following :-
“In all those injectable medicine; which require sensitivity test, an informed consent should be taken before administering the same”.
(iv) Dr. N.P. Singh, Chairman of the Committee to frame proposed guidelines for Dengue, stated that the proposed guidelines for Dengue have been formulated and circulated to all the Council’s members through e-mail.  The same are appended herewith as Annexure ‘C’.  The Vice-President requested the members to study the guidelines and revert back with their views/observations, so that the same may be finalized.
